WEEK 1 ANALYSIS & RESULTS

Before I get into the stats for Week 1, I need to mention the following:

1) Updates to the web site will be consistent and often…any type of late breaking news will be put right on the front page.  I strongly encourage everyone to check this for updates.

2) The HOTLINE (277-9520) will be active during the day from the hours of 7:00 AM – 6:00 PM, and while it’s “online” you can also fax info to this number.

3) Final weeks lineups are due no later than 9:00 PM on Thursday.  I would suggest that you don’t wait until the last minute to send them.  In fact, sending in your lineup earlier in the week, then making changes before the deadline, will at least assure you of having a starting lineup submitted.  It is 100% your responsibility as team owners to get your lineups into me ON TIME.  If e-mail doesn’t work, fax it.  If you can’t fax or e-mail I feel sorry for you, but in an emergency ONLY, call me.  However, if I don’t have a lineup by the deadline…fuck you, you’re SOL for that week and the previous weeks lineup will be played.  Sorry for the strong words (yeah, right), but I can’t make it any clearer than that.

With that out of the way, onto our first weeks results!
GAME OF THE WEEK

Cyclones 168, VEGA 153 – “A great season opener, at least for the ‘Clones”.  Last years Superbowl runners-up, the Cyclones (1-0), made a statement early, fighting off a tough opponent.  SEVEN players hit double digit scoring in a very balanced attack, led by their last year superstar Duce Staley (41 pts) and Marvin Harrison (38 pts).  Even the questionable WRs came to play…Isaac Bruce (16 pts) avoids another hamstring injury (at least for this week), and just-signed Rob Moore (14 pts) contributes big to the Arizona win.  The big star – Randall Cunningham (17 pts) – was somewhat held in check, but gave enough for the win.  Perhaps the preseason analysis of this team was a bit off, as they appear to be stronger & deeper than originally thought…then again it’s a long season.  For now chalk one up for the ‘Clones on their march back to the big one.

VEGA (0-1), in a fine overall performance, gave it their all but came up a bit short.  Brett Favre (41 pts) still likes throwing INTs but will always rack up the points along the way.  The Jets D (31 pts) really shined, and their starting WRs totaled 43 points…with Terry Glenn (16 pts) and Jimmy Smith (19 pts) gaining over 100 yards each.  One BIG and pleasant surprise for all of us long-suffering Bears fans was Curtis Enis (25 pts), who could prove to be a real force in the lineup this year. Also, it should be noted that VEGA made the most of their roster with a perfect efficiency rating for the week.  So, with such a great game, why didn’t they win?  Bad luck of the draw…they outscored all but two teams this week, but were playing one of ‘em.  Next week they get PRI, who scored 151 in their win…should be a good one!

MASSACRE OF THE WEEK

Assholes 224, Ruffy 101… “1998 all over again!”  The Assholes (1-0) show surprising early power, running roughshod over their opponent...guess they were pissed at my preseason analysis.  Six players were over 20 points, led by WR’s Derrick Alexander (43 pts) and Keyshawn Johnson (41 pts).  The special teams were huge as well, with Mike Hollis (39 pts) and the 15th-round pick Detroit D (38 pts).  Emmit Smith (22 pts) looks as good as he did last year, easily outplaying highly touted Fred Taylor (7 pts).  Finally, Jon Kitna (30 pts) had a decent debut as the Seattle starter.  The ‘Holes bench also looked good, with QB Charlie Batch (42 pts), Terry Allen (26 pts), and the projected starter Jacksonville D (52 pts) rounding out a monster starting week.  This type of performance doesn’t come around too often, but if first impressions count they’re currently the best!

Ruffy (0-1) showed us the same stuff that gave them an 11th overall finish in the league last year.  Besides that, they had a problem getting their OPENING WEEK lineups in on time, and only due to their opponents being good sports were they allowed to enter it and avoid a first week forfeit (see more below).  The big news is them losing their #1 draft pick, Vinny Testaverde (15 pts) for the season…and though he had an excellent first week, backup QB Troy Aikman (70 pts) won’t put up numbers like that again.  On the plus side, Michael Irvin (38 pts) looked real good, the Miami D (16 pts) will have a great season, and rookie Edgerrin James (22 pts) had a nice debut into the league…though it didn’t help counterbalance the starting of Bam Morris (0 pts).  Perhaps playing the benched Kevin Dyson (51 pts) over either of their other two receivers may have made the final score more respectable, but then again this IS Ruffy.  Overall it appears this was only the beginning of a long, extremely painful season for ‘em…hey, someone’s gotta replace the UnaBoners!

Finally, a side note:  For those of you following the lineup soap opera, the story in a nutshell boils down to Ruffy was actually sending in their lineups to the WRONG fantasy football league…not once but twice.  Funny thing is that after the first time, they received a comment back that they were sending it to the wrong league…so what do they do?  They go ahead & send ANOTHER e-mail to the wrong address! CLEVELAND BROWNS GAME OF THE WEEK

Cheesy-Poofs 124, G-Men 55 - “An deadfish debut for the new guys.”  This one simply wasn’t pretty, but a satisfactory performance by the Cheesy-Poofs (1-0) was more than enough for victory.  Four players hit double-digits in scoring, led by two “reborn” players:  Kordell Stewart (28 pts) looked sharp, and Michael Westbrook (43 pts) looked unstoppable…at least this week.  The 15th round St. Louis D (25 pts) were very respectable, and Dorsey Levens (13 pts) topped 100 yards combined rushing-receiving.  Good enough to win, but outside of that not much joy appears upcoming in Cheeseland.  Jerome Bettis (8 pts on bench) looked decent but it was against the Browns.  Starter Herman Moore (0 pts) is now injured and out for a few weeks.  Depth on this team is very suspect.  But hey, enough of my rantings - they’re undefeated…for now.  

The G-Men (0-1) looked about as bad as their rookie NFL counterparts, the Cleveland Browns.  Only two players hit double figures for them this week, which was Tony Martin (15 pts) and the Minnesota D (21 pts).  Their first two draft picks amassed a whopping 4 total points; Terrell Owens (7 pts) was at least in the black, as last years SFFL point leader Steve Young (-3 pts) looked absolutely awful.  Oh, and in a real bonehead move they started Natrone Means (0 pts), who was enjoying the San Diego bye week on his couch at home.  G-Men, you should easily avoid doing something stupid again in week #2 unless you pick up a St. Louis player.  No doubt this team will bounce back – on paper they appear to be pretty strong – but their starters gotta step up quite a bit more than this terrible week #1 performance.  Welcome to the big time!

DEFENDING CHAMPS GAME OF THE WEEK

PRI 151, Pull My Finger 117 – “A good first step towards back-to-backs.”  PRI (1-0) may be missing some of last years dominating firepower, but the still looked pretty good overall as defending champs.  Five players hit double-digit scoring, led by none other than their 15th round pick, the Pittsburgh D (which by the way was the week #1 winner for this season).  Drew Bledsoe (37 pts) looks very sharp, Al DelGreco (23 pts) is consistent as always, as is Cris Carter (14 pts).  A pleasant surprise was Sean Dawkins (26 pts) who will really benefit from Galloway’s extended holdout.  On the downside, Jamal Anderson (8 pts) was average at best vs. Minnesota, and Antowain Smith (0 pts) was nonexistent…which needs to change as PRI’s backup RBs didn’t exactly tear up the scoreboard.  Still, with the only week #1 victory recorded in the sad American Conference, things look good overall for the champs.  

Pull My Finger (0-1), the team formerly known as the Dildudes, appear to be a team with as much potential as questions.  A decent first week showed four players with 20+ points, led by Chris Chandler (25 pts) and first rounder Antonio Freeman (23 pts).  #15 rounder Tennessee D (23 pts) was very respectable, and Eric Moulds (20 pts) hasn’t lost a step since last season.  It also appears they got a real gem of a backup WR in Raghib Ismail (43 pts on bench), who likely will be seeing some starting time soon.  Now, the questions:  Ricky Williams (4 pts) may be out for a bit after reinjuring his ankle, which leaves some not-too-spectacular options as backups.  Also, Chandler has a hammy – the extent of which is still TBA – and with Tim Couch (-6 pts on bench) as their only backup, look out below.   Expect to see some free agent and perhaps trade action if these guys don’t want to gather up the losses so early in the season.  

TURNING OVER A NEW LEAF GAME OF THE WEEK

High Tech Rednecks 143, Blind Squirrels 130 - “Only seven more victories to lock up a winning season.”  It’s never too early to dream, and this may be one of those seasons for the perennial league patsies, the High Tech Rednecks (1-0).  After the o-so-sad loss of their 3rd round pick (#25 overall) Bubby Brister to the Denver bench, they call on Steve McNair (63 pts) who delivers huge.  Then there’s Chris Calloway (22 pts) effectively replacing Tony Martin as the go-to guy in Atlanta.  Rookie Torry Holt (10 pts) and old fart Andre Reed (10 pts) look OK, and their 15th round pick, the Kansas City D (20 pts) may not have won ‘em the cash but was the better choice of starters this week.  Oh yeah, then there’s that other running back , Terrell Davis (6 pts), who didn’t quite live up to his lofty status.  Five players in double digits and they didn’t even need Davis…for once the ‘Necks can actually feel pretty good about themselves, but how long that will last is up to them.

The Blind Squirrels (0-1) appear to have lost some of their firepower with their trimmed-down coaching staff.  Sure, their QB Mark Brunell (26 pts) was his usual consistent self, and the RB tandem of Eddie George (18 pts) and Adrian Murrell (14 pts) turned out good fantasy numbers.  However, the star was Ed McCaffrey (50 pts) who was simply huge in the Monday Night game…had the Squirrels not been so far behind at the time, he could have won it for ‘em. Even the Buffalo D (15 pts) was OK.  Unfortunately that’s the problem…with exception of McCaffrey, most of the team, including the bench, was just OK at best.  The Squirrels have a good opportunity to bounce back against the Poofs next week, but you gotta wonder if they got what it takes for the long haul.  Then again, it’s only the first week.

GOOD GUYS FINISH LAST GAME OF THE WEEK

Dukes 138, Venwaz Balls 109 – “Imagine if they had the zero they deserved”.  Gotta give a halfhearted thumbs up to the Dukes (1-0) for putting together a good team and a good win, despite them being delinquent in turning in their lineup and painfully slow with responses (Tommy…Tommy…Tommy can you hear me?).  Peyton Manning (29 pts) began where he left off last season, scoring big points.  The NY Giants D (46 pts) looked simply awesome (or is Tampa Bay just that bad), Jason Hanson (23 pts) had plenty of opportunities, and Curtis Martin (14 pts) cracked the 100-yard combined barrier.  O.J. McDuffie (12 pts) looked good coming back from injury, and the other receivers, though under 10 points, look like contributors.  Expect bench player Karim Abdul-Jabbar (13 pts) to be the Miami starter and should replace Skip Hicks (0 pts) in the Dukes lineup.  Overall a nice start to the season despite getting off on the wrong foot.  Check the website & e-mails, guys…next time we won’t be so understanding.

Two years ago they were Clueless…last year they were ? (“the Team formerly known as Clueless).  With their 3rd name change in as many years, the Venwaz Balls (0-1) hope to have a better season than the past but did not start out that way.  The goodhearted duo opted against the forfeit win allowed their opponents to submit a lineup way late, and sadly it backfired. However, it seems that their QB problems have been solved…starter Brad Johnson (63 pts) was awesome, and bench player Brian Griese (45) seems to have locked up the starting spot in Denver.  The Balls had a bit of a balance problem on their team in week #1…the RB tandem of Corey Dillon (14 pts) and Marshall Faulk (18 pts) were solid, but minus Johnson the rest of their team only totaled 14 points.  Most notables:  Randy Moss (2 pts) and Rod Smith (0 pts) were all but nonexistent.  It should be expected that these guys will wake up and perform, it’s just too bad it couldn’t have happened this week.  Venwaz, for what it’s worth, “You did the right thing”.

According to our rules they should have ZERO points each for their inability to get their season opening lineups in on time.  The G-Men get a break.  Trust me, this minor penalty is much better than the alternative.

Week #1 15th round player award:  PRI wins it with the Pittsburgh D (39 pts) and collects $5 from each team at season’s end ($55 total).  The shutout of Cleveland sealed the victory.  “Close but no cigar” goes to last years winners the Assholes, who had the Detroit D (38 pts).
