QUALIFICATION AND SELECTION PROCESS

1. INTRODUCTION:

a) The NDC Athlete Development Committee (ADC) has prepared the following qualification and selection criteria for the 2001 FEI North American Junior Dressage Championships (NAJDC).

b) The NAJDC will be held from June 27-July 1, 2001 at Paxton Farms, Batavia, Ohio, USA.

c) The NAJDC is open to riders who must be Canadian citizens, between the ages of 14 through 18 years and in accordance with the FEI 1998 Special Regulations for Junior Dressage Events, Article J-6. And FEI 2000 General Regulations, Article 124.2.

d) Entries to the NAJDC will be completed in three (3) stages: Entry in Principle (at least eight (8) weeks before the competition date, Nominated Entry (at least four (4) weeks before the competition date), Definite Entry (at the latest four (4) days before the First Horse Inspection of the competition).

e) Canada has been invited to enter a minimum of three (3) teams; each composed of both 3 competitors and a maximum of 4 horses or 4 competitors and a maximum of 4 horses. Individuals may also be accepted at the competition organizer’s discretion.

f) Nomination to the NAJDC will consist of a qualification process. Based on performance results.

g) If a rider qualifies more than one horse, the combination with the highest total score per the qualification process will be eligible for nomination to the NAJDC. Their second ranked qualified horse may be selected as a reserve to the team.

h) In the case of equality of total scores, the ADC in conjunction with the appointed Head Coach shall break the tie based on the rider/horse combinations highest total score for the team test. In the event there is still a tie, the ADC in conjunction with the Head Coach shall decide.

i) The responsibility of the ADC and the Head Coach will include, but not be limited to analyzing the results and ruling on contentious issues.

2. QUALIFICATION:

a. To be eligible for selection to any of the NAJDC teams or as an individual, a rider/horse combination must first achieve the following qualifications:

b. Submit two (2) scores each from a minimum of two (2) CEF national dressage competitions or equivalent AHSA competitions, or CDI/CDI-Ws.

c. These scores must be obtained in the FEI Junior Team test and the FEI Junior Individual test at the same competition, and awarded by either a CEF/AHSA Senior dressage judge or an FEI dressage judge. If there is a panel of judges, the final overall score must be submitted. No individual scores taken from a panel will be accepted. Exception: If a judge carded lower than Senior is on the panel, then the overall total of the senior &/or FEI judge(s) only shall be submitted. Only scores of 58% or better will be eligible for submission.
d. Scores may be achieved from competitions commencing May 1, 2000 to May 28, 2001 One of the two sets of scores must be from a competition in 2001

e. Rider/horse combinations who have signed and returned the Declaration Form (Attachment A) by the deadline of September 28, 2000, and who have achieved the qualifying scores, must submit these scores to the Director Dressage at the CEF office no later than May 28, 2001.

f. SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES: If a rider purchases or acquires a horse after the September 28, 2000 deadline for submitting the Declaration Form, and wishes to declare for the NAJDC. They must inform the Chair of the NDC Athlete Development Committee, who shall grant permission for the Declaration Form to be submitted at a later date to be decided by the ADC and Head Coach. Under no circumstances will a Declaration be accepted after March 30, 2001.

3. SELECTION FORMULA:

a) Teams will be comprised of rider/horse combinations qualifying in descending total scores. Scores will be calculated as follows:

b) The total of two (2) FEI Junior Team tests shall be worth 60% of the overall mark.

The total of two (2) FEI Junior Individual tests shall be worth 40% of the overall mark.

(Example. Two Team scores (62% & 64%) total 126. 60% of 126 = 75.60. Two Individual scores (63% & 65%) total 128. 40% of 128 = 51.20. Rider/horse final total = 126.80).

c) In keeping with the FEI requirement, Teams &/or Individuals shall be named by Region. Canada’s teams may not necessarily be comprised of riders from their specific region of residence.

4. CONDITIONS:

a) All riders, parents, horse owners and personal coaches must sign and return the Declaration Form (Attachment A), to the Director Dressage: Canadian Equestrian Federation, 2460 Lancaster Road, Suite 200, Ottawa, Ontario. K1B 4S5 Fax: 613-248-3484. No later, than September 28, 2000. For exceptions see section 2f) of this document.

b) All riders must be eligible to hold a Canadian passport as of January 1, 2001.

c) Horse Ownership must be in accordance with the FEI 2000 General Regulations Article 141 Owners and Lessees. Specifically, Art. 141.5. “Competitors may take part in all competitions except Olympic Games with horses belonging to owners of a different nationality. (See Art. 142 – Person Responsible). Horses may be leased in accordance with Article 141.6 through 6.4.

d) No alteration of rider/horse combinations will be permitted after the commencement of the Qualifying process. Should a rider obtain the ride of a horse already commenced in the Qualifying process under another rider, the new combination must submit a Declaration Form and obtain new qualifying scores. All riders may qualify with more than one horse; each shall be treated as a separate combination

e) Competitors (human or equine) may not take part in any competition while under the influence of any stimulating or calming drug or prohibited substance in any shape or form, and will be subject to drug testing in accordance with the CEF and CCES policies. Human competitors so competing will be disqualified. Horses are not to be competed, under the influence of any prohibited substance identified in the FEI Veterinary Regulations. Horses found to have been so competed will be disqualified.

f) A valid Coggins test (taken within 6 months prior to crossing the USA border) must accompany the horse.

g) The horse must have a valid FEI passport. The passport must have the Vaccination section endorsed by a Veterinarian who is not the owner of the animal, stating that the horse has received two injections for primary vaccination against equine influenza given NO LESS that 21 days and NOT MORE than 92 days apart. In addition, a booster injection must be recorded as having been given WITHIN each succeeding 12 months subsequent to the second injection or Primary Vaccination. (Prior to January 1, 1980, the interval between booster injections must have been no more than 14 months apart).NOTE: None of these injections must have been given within the preceding 7 days of the day of competition or of the entry into the stable.

h) Throughout the qualifying process for the 2001 NAJDC, all horses will be required, without advance notice, to be submitted, at the discretion of the ADC and Head Coach, for assessment for fitness or the presence of prohibited substances. 

i) A condition of participation in the qualifying process, is the agreement by horse owner, personal veterinarian, personal coach and rider to cooperate 100% with the ADC and Head Coach in the delivery of equine athletes capable of successfully completing the Horse Inspections at both the pre-NAJDC Training Camp and at the 2001 NAJDC.

j) Qualification for the 2001NAJDC under the process shall be further conditional upon the agreement of the rider/owner of Team horses not to compete at events subsequent to the completion of the selection process and prior to departure for the 2001 NAJDC, unless approved by the ADC.

k) A further condition of participation as a team or individual member is the compulsory attendance at a pre NAJDC Training Camp. The rider, owner parents and personal coach shall agree to cooperate and consult with the Head Coach during the Training Camp and NAJDC regarding training, &/or warm-up procedures and other matters that may effect the performance, health and general well being of the team &/or individual rider/horse. Further more the rider, owner, parents and personal coach agree to accept the Head Coach, in consultation with the Chair of ADC, decision as final.

l) Any accident or some other extraordinary, temporary unforeseen circumstances, which might impede participation in the required qualifying competitions, may be taken into consideration by the ADC and Head Coach. Further, if a horse or rider becomes unable to perform between the completion of the selection process and prior to departure for the 2001 NAJDC, the ADC and Head Coach reserves the right to make a substitution.

m) It is understood that all riders, owners, parents and personal coaches shall deport themselves during the qualifying and selection process and at the NAJDC, in an ethical and professional manner and will not place themselves or the ADC and Head Coach in an embarrassing position or knowingly create a conflict of interest situation. Failure to observe this policy may result in the disqualification of the rider, at ADC’s discretion.

n) Prior to departure for the NAJDC, all team and individual members and reserves will be required to sign the CEF Athlete Agreement and Code of Conduct.
