LIFE, SENIOR ACTIVE AND JUNIOR ACTIVE MEMBERS SHALL BE ELIGIBLE TO PERTICIPATE IN ALL CLASSES AT REGULAR MEMBER COMPETITIONS, COMBINED TRAINING/EVENTING COMPETITIONS AT THE PRELIMINARY LEVEL OR ABOVE AND COMBINED DRIVING COMPETITIONS AT THE INTERMEDIATE LEVEL OR ABOVE, DRESSAGE AND VAULTING COMPETITIONS AND ENDURANCE RIDES PROVIDED THAT RESPECTIVE BREED/DISCIPLINE DUES OR BREED/DISCIPLINE CATEGORY FEE HAS BEEN PAID. A NON-MEMBER MAY PARTICIPATE AS A HANDLER, RIDER, DRIVER, OWNER, LESSEE, AGENT OR TRAINER AT REGULAR MEMBER COMPETITIONS, COMBINED TRAINING/EVENTING COMPETITIONS, DRESSAGE COMPETITIONS AND COMBINED DRIVING COMPETITIONS UPON PAYMENT OF A $15.00 NON-MEMBER REGISTRATION FEE AND A $5.00 BREED/DISCIPLINE CATEGORY FEE FOR EACH BREED/DISCIPLINE. PARTICIPANTS IN THE FOLLOWING CLASSES ARE EXEMPTED FROM THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS RULE; 1) LEADLINE; 2) EXHIBITIONS; 3) GAMES AND RACES; 4) CLASSES FOR 4-H MEMBERS; 5) WALK TROT AND ACADEMY CLASSES (Academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson program); 6) usdf introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; and 7) assistant HANDLERS IN DRESSAGE SPORT BREEDING CLASSES; ALSO EXEMPTED FROM THIS REQUIREMENT ARE 8) CITIZENS OF OTHER NATIONS WHO ARE MEMBERS IN GOOD STANDING OF THEIR NATIONAL FEDERATIONS AND IN THE CASE OF DISCIPLINES RECOGNIZED BY THE FEI, IN POSSESSION OF A FOREIGN COMPETITOR'S LICENSE TO COMPETE IN NATIONAL COMPETITIONS WHICH HAS BEEN ISSUED BY THE AHSA (See Article 807.4 of the AHSA Rules). BOD 1/16/00 effective immediately.

Entries: Mail completed entries to secretary listed for each show to be RECEIVED by closing date. Legible copy of negative Coggins (2001) MUST accompany entry. Health certificate must accompany out-of-state entries, and copies of all membership/horse registrations. Entries accepted on a first-come, first- served basis for levels offered until classes are filled. Any change after closing date will be charged a $25 office fee. Make checks payable to Paxton Farm, Inc. Credit cards WILL be accepted. Full refunds less office fee on or before closing date. NO REFUNDS AFTER CLOSING. Management reserves the right to change, cancel or combine classes based on subscription. A class/division constitutes at least 3 entries.

Arenas/Footing: All-weather footing (sand) 60m x 20m competition rings. Warmup includes sand practice arenas & lungeing arena. Indoor arenas may be used if necessary.

Times: Send stamped, self-addressed #10 envelope with your entry. Unofficial times will be mailed to you approximately one week before the show. Official times will be posted at the office by noon June 27. FOR CDI/NAJDC times will indicate class start time only. If you have NOT been notified of your status five days before show, please confirm entry with secretary.

Stabling: 302 10 x 10 Morton permanent stalls with doors. Blacktop floor, additional bedding recommended. No bedding provided, can be purchased on the grounds. Tented stabling may be used if entries warrant. Competitors are responsible for stripping their stalls. If stalls are NOT stripped, the $20 deposit will be forfeited. Competitors are responsible for stall damage. ABSOLUTELY NO NAIL OR SCREW EYES IN METAL OR WOOD. Stabling requests cannot be guaranteed. Non FEI horses will NOT be stabled in the CDI/NAJDC secured area. SMOKING IS FORBIDDEN IN THE BARN AND ADJACENT BARN AREAS.

SPECIAL INFORMATION FOR CDI*** COMPETITORS

This event is organized in accordance with: FEI Statutes (20th edition, effective 17 April, 1999), General Regulations (20th edition, effective 1st January 2000), Veterinary Regulations, (8th edition effective 1st January 1998), the Rules for Dressage Events (20th edition effective 1st January 1999), and, if applicable, the Rules for the World Cup Dressage Events. All subsequent published revisions, the provisions of which will take precedence.

An arbitration procedure is provided for in the FEI Statutes and General Regulations referred to above. In accordance with this procedure, any appeal against a decision rendered by the FEI or its official bodies is to be settled exclusively by the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) in Lausanne, Switzerland.

Foreign Federations: The following foreign federations have been invited to attend: AUS, BER, BRA, CAN, COL, CRC, DEN, EGY, ESP, FRA, GBR, GER, IRL, ISR, JAM, MEX, NED, NZL, PER, PUR, RSA, SWE, SUI, UZB. A maximum of twenty riders per foreign federation and no more than two horses per rider may participate. There are no restrictions on the number of foreign riders declaring for World Cup participation. Competitors are invited by the Organizing Committee (OC) through their NF. One groom per rider. If a class has filled when an entry is received, the competitor will be wait-listed and put into a class as openings become available.

Rider Eligibility: Competitors must have reached or will reach their 16th birthday in 2001 and must be licensed by their National Federation and may only take part under the jurisdiction of the NF of the country from which they hold their passport. If not of U.S. citizenship, they must be nominated by an invited foreign NF. Each rider must be prepared to produce his/her license or AHSA membership card on request of the OC, and the name on the entry must be the same as that appearing on the license.

Horse Eligibility: Horses must be a minimum of six years of age (7 years for Grand Prix). Mares may not compete after their fourth month of pregnancy or within nine months after foaling date. The nationality of a horse is that of its owner or of the country in which the company owning it is registered. *Each horse must have an official FEI Passport. The AHSA will provide information on veterinary requirements for foreign horses entering the USA. Horses must be stabled on the grounds and may not leave during the event (commencing with the Veterinary Inspection and ending with the pinning of their final FEI class). Each horse will keep the same number throughout the event. It is compulsory for this number to be worn by the horse, competitor or handler at all times, when the horse is being handled, exercised, or shown on the grounds so that it may be identified by the stewards. *The requirement to have an FEI passport is waived, effective in 1998, if Young Riders compete in CDIs in their home country. However, horse passports or a proper identification document, including FEI-type diagram and a valid vaccination certificate (see Vaccination Information) will be required. The AHSA National Passport meets these requirements.

Awards: Awards will be distributed to 25% of participants in each competition. Prize money may be picked up at the secretary’s office when competitors pick up their passports provided that there are no outstanding obligations to the committee or any supplier. Riders are to appear formally attired and mounted for all award ceremonies.

Arenas: Competitions will take place outdoors in 20M X 60M sand footing arenas. Warm-up will be in 20M X 60M sand/rubber particle-mix ring.

Expenses: The OC is not responsible for any expenses of competitors, horses, owners, their employees or agents, and does not offer expense allowances or reimbursements.

Stable Access: Only properly identified riders, trainers, grooms, farrier, treating veterinarians, officials, OC members and two owners per horse will be allowed to enter the stable area. Wristbands will be used for identification. 

Logos: Competitors may carry only the logo of their personal sponsor on each side of their saddle cloth. It must not exceed 200 sq. cm.

Tack check: A steward will check the saddlery of each horse immediately after the horse leaves the competition arena. Any discrepancy will entail immediate elimination. All areas and arenas will be supervised.

Objections: All complaints, in order to be valid, must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of the equivalent of 150 Swiss Francs.

Organizers Rights: The OC retains the right to split, cancel, or change the day of a class or to further restrict the number of horses a rider may ride in any one class, also to cancel the event under special circumstances with the permission of the AHSA and the FEI, and return entry fees. Organizer also retains the right to secure a second FEI panel of judges if entries warrant.

Starting Order: A draw will be held each day to determine the starting order for the next day's classes. Exact time and location of the draws will be announced and published in the secretary's office. The starting order for the Grand Prix Special will be as follows: the riders placed 7th to 12th in the Grand Prix will start first, followed by those placed 1st to 6th. The starting order for the Grand Prix Kur will be as follows: the riders placed 9th to 12th will start first, followed by those placed 5th to 8th, followed by those placed 1st to 4th. The starting order within each group will be determined by draw. A draw time cannot be changed. Riders must declare by the drawing on the day before the class. Once declared, a rider may not withdraw, except as specified in the FEI rules. FEI rules provide for penalties for scratches without good cause.

Intermediaire I Musical Freestyle: Participation is open to a maximum of 12 best riders who qualified in the Prix St. Georges and/or Intermediaire I competition. The starting order will be determined by a draw.

FEI Grand Prix: Competitors must declare whether they are qualifying for the FEI Grand Prix Freestyle (qualifier for the US Grand Prix Freestyle Championship) or for the FEI Grand Prix Special.

FEI Grand Prix Musical Freestyle: Participation in the Freestyle is limited to, and compulsory for, up to the 12 best rider/horse combinations that have declared for the GP Freestyle and are obliged to start in the Freestyle or lose their placing in the Grand Prix. Should a competitor not qualify for the freestyle, their entry fee will be refunded. A rider may start with a maximum of two horses in the qualifying Grand Prix, and, if qualified, in the Grand Prix Musical Freestyle.

Grand Prix Special: Participation in the Grand Prix Special is limited to, and compulsory for, up to the 12 best rider/horse combinations that enter the Grand Prix. Riders are obliged to start in the Grand Prix Special if qualified by their placing in the Grand Prix. Should a competitor not qualify for the Special, the entry fee will be refunded.

Veterinary Examinations, Inspections and Passport Controls: These will be carried out in accordance with Vet. Regs. Art. 1011; Rules for Dressage Events Annex I. General Regulations 20th edition, revised 1st January 2000 will apply: In accordance with Art. 139.1, every horse entered for any competition at CDNs, CDIs* and CDIs** in a foreign country, and all horses entered for CDIs***, CDIOs**, CDIOs***, Championships, Regional and Olympic Games, whether at home or in foreign countries, must have an official FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI as a means of identification and to establish ownership.

In accordance with Art. 139.2, horses taking part in CDNs, CDIs* and CDIs** in their own country are not required to have such a passport as is mentioned in paragraph 1. All such horses must be properly registered, and identifiable, unless there is no national requirement for equine influenza vaccination in the host country and in the country of origin, all horses must have a valid vaccination certificate.

Inspections: Wednesday, June 27, 2001, 4:00 pm, for all competitors entered in CDI*** competitions. Horses will be examined to verify their identity, age, state of health, correctness of passport and fitness to compete. Location and procedure for the examination will be announced on the grounds. The Person Responsible for each horse must be present unless a written request has been approved by the FEI Veterinarian. If the rider is under 18, the committee must be given the name of the adult who shall be the Person Responsible. A second jog for late arrivals can be arranged with the permission of the President of the Ground Jury.

Equine Influenza Vaccination: Vet. Regs. Annex VI – All horses and ponies for which an FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI, has been issued must have the vaccination against equine influenza, given no less than 21 days and no more than 92 days apart. In addition , a booster injection must be recorded as having been given within each succeeding 12 months, subsequent to second injection of primary vaccination. None of these injections must have been given within the preceding 7 days including the day of the competition or of entry into the competition stables.

The above are the minimum requirements for influenza vaccination. Both primary and first and subsequent booster injections should be given according to the manufacturer’s instructions which will fall within the stipulation of the FEI ruling. In many cases the manufacturers recommend booster injections at intervals more frequent than 12 months.

Sampling for Prohibited Substances: Vet. Regs. Chap. V & VI and Annex III – Special guidelines are applicable for events covered by the FEI’s Medication Control Program (Groups I & II only). At all other international events horses are subject to sampling for Prohibited Substances. Such sampling is compulsory in CDIOs**, CDIOs***, World Cup Qualifiers, Cup Finals, Championships and Games, and is recommended for other categories of CDIs.

Medication Control Program (Groups I & II Only): Competitors at CDIs***, CDIOs**,CDIOs***, Championships and Games must pay the equivalent of SFr 12.50 per horse per event to the OC towards the costs of the above Program.

Approved Laboratory - AHSA Drug Testing and Research Laboratory, Ithaca, NY.

Date Approved by FEI – November 24, 2000

Insurance - All owners and competitors are personally responsible for damages to third parties caused by themselves, their employees, their agents, or their horses. They are therefore strongly advised to take out third-party insurance providing full coverage for participation in equestrian events at home and abroad, and to keep the policy up to date.

CODE OF CONDUCT

1. In all equestrian sports, the horse must be considered paramount. 

2. The well being of the horse shall be above the demands of breeders, trainers, riders, owners, dealers, organizers, sponsors or officials. 

3. All handling and veterinary treatment must ensure the health and welfare of the horse. 

4. The highest standards of nutrition, health, sanitation, and safety shall be encouraged and maintained at all times. 

5. Adequate provision must be made for ventilation, feeding, watering, and maintaining a healthy environment during transportation. 

6. Emphasis should be placed on increasing education in training and equestrian practices and on promoting scientific studies in equine health. 

7. In the interests of the horse, the fitness and competence of the rider shall be regarded as essential. 

8. All riding and training methods must take account of the horse as a living entity and must not include any technique considered by the FEI to be abusive. 

9. National Federations should establish adequate controls in order that all persons and bodies under their jurisdiction respect the welfare of the horse. 

10. The national and international Rules and Regulations in equestrian sport regarding the health and welfare of the horse must be adhered to not only during national and international events, but also in training. Competition Rules and Regulations shall be continually reviewed to ensure such welfare.

ATTENTION COMPETITORS

Each competitor is responsible for supplying management with correct association numbers (USDF, AHSA) for horse, owner, rider and trainer, and horse before the day(s) of the competition. The scores of competitors who fail to supply correct numbers may not be counted toward national awards.

SPECIAL INFORMATION FOR NAJDC COMPETITORS

This event is organized in accordance with: FEI Statutes (20th edition, effective 17 April, 1999), General Regulations (20th edition, effective 1st January 2000), Veterinary Regulations, (8th edition effective 1st January 1998), the Rules for Dressage Events (20th edition effective 1st January 1999), Special Regulation for Junior Dressage Events (6th edition, effective 1 January 1998). All subsequent published revisions, the provisions of which will take precedence.

An arbitration procedure is provided for in the FEI Statutes and General Regulations referred to above. In accordance with this procedure, any appeal against a decision rendered by the FEI or its official bodies is to be settled exclusively by the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) in Lausanne, Switzerland.

Foreign Federations: The following foreign federations have been invited to attend: AUS, CAN, and MEX. A maximum of six teams per foreign federation and no more than one horse per rider plus one reserve horse may participate. The OC through their NF invites competitors. One groom per rider. 

Rider Eligibility: The Championships are open to all competitors as defined by the FEI. All competitors must have the permission of their National Federation in order to enter the Championship. Juniors who have reached their 16th birthday, who have competed in CDIO and continental Championships for Young Riders and Seniors, or in World Championships, Regional and Olympic Games are not eligible to compete in this Championship (FEI Junior Articles J-6.1 and J - 6.2).

Horse Eligibility: Horses of any origin and minimum 6 years of age may take part except those horses which have taken part under Senior competitors in any Grand Prix at a CDIO, Championship, Regional, or Olympic Games, or have been placed within the 5 best under a Senior competitor in a Grand Prix at a CDI during the preceding or current calendar year. Ponies may be used by riders until the end of the year in which the riders reach the age of 16 (FEI Junior Article J-12.2). A Junior who has taken part in Senior Continental or World Championships or in Regional or Olympic Games – in Grand Prix- is no longer eligible to compete with the "same" horse in any international dressage event for Juniors (FEI Junior Article J-6.3).

Any horse entered in the North American Junior Dressage Championship must have a valid FEI Passport or an equivalent identification issued by the national federation of the horse (FEI Gen. Regs. Article 139.1).

Awards: FEI Medals will be awarded. The North American Junior Team Championship winning team is the team with the highest combined total of marks, the second with the next highest total, and so on. See J16.2: The final winner of the individual title will be determined by adding the percentages obtained by each competitor in the Team Championship and in the Individual competition as points. In the case of a tie, the higher score in the Individual test will decide the placing. If two or more teams have equal combined totals, the winning team is the one whose competitor ranked third on the team has the best results. The North American Junior Individual Championship winner is the one with the highest total of marks, the second with the next highest total, and so on. In the case of equality of marks for one of the first three places, the individual classification in the Team championship competition shall be the deciding factor. In the case of equality of marks for one of the other places, the competitors concerned are given the same placing.No prize money to be distributed.

Arenas: Competitions will take place outdoors in 20m x 60m sand footing arenas. Warm-up and scheduled supervised practice will be in 20m x 60m sand/rubber particle-mix ring.

Expenses: Stabling - June 26-July 2: no cost per stall for the Juniors. Additional dates for stabling will be $30 per stall per night. Rooms at the host hotel is provided and paid for by the OC – two Juniors per room (two rooms per team)—no rooms will be paid for by the OC for grooms, parents, or relatives (however, rooms will be made available at the same hotel for individuals to reserve). Any Junior rooms reserved and used before June 27 or after July 2 will be at full cost to the individuals in those rooms. No meals will be provided—only continental breakfast. All team member rooms must be booked through Paxton Farms.

Stable Access: Only properly identified riders, trainers, grooms, farrier, treating veterinarians, officials, OC members and two owners per horse will be allowed to enter the stable area. The OC will require wristbands for identification and entry into stable area.

Logos: Competitors may carry only the logo of their personal sponsor on each side of their saddle pad. It must not exceed 200 sq. cm.

Tack check: A steward will check the saddlery of each horse immediately after the horse leaves the competition arena. Any discrepancy will entail immediate elimination. All areas and arenas will be supervised.

Objections: All complaints, in order to be valid, must be made in writing and accompanied by a deposit of the equivalent of 150 Swiss Francs.

Organizers Rights: The OC retains the right to split, cancel, or change the day of a class or to further restrict the number of horses a rider may ride in any one class, also to cancel the event under special circumstances with the permission of the AHSA and the FEI, and return entry fees.

Starting Order: A draw will be held each day to determine the starting order for the next day's classes. Exact time and location of the draws will be published in the secretary's office. The draw will be held according to Art. 425.

Veterinary Examinations, Inspections and Passport Controls: These will be carried out in accordance with Vet. Regs. Art. 1011; Rules for Dressage Events Annex I. General Regulations 20th edition, revised 1st January 2000 will apply: In accordance with Art. 139.1, every horse entered for any competition at CDNs, CDIs* and CDIs** in a foreign country, and all horses entered for CDIs***, CDIOs**, CDIOs***, Championships, Regional and Olympic Games, whether at home or in foreign countries, must have an official FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI as a means of identification and to establish ownership.

In accordance with Art. 139.2, horses taking part in CDNs, CDIs* and CDIs** in their own country are not required to have such a passport as is mentioned in paragraph 1. All such horses must be properly registered, and identifiable, unless there is no national requirement for equine influenza vaccination in the host country and in the country of origin, all horses must have a valid vaccination certificate.

Inspections: Thursday, June 28, 2001, 4:00 pm, for all competitors entered in NAJDC competitions. Horses will be examined to verify their identity, age, state of health, correctness of passport and fitness to compete. Location and procedure for the examination will be announced on the grounds. The Person Responsible for each horse must be present unless a written request has been approved by the FEI Veterinarian. If the rider is under 18, the committee must be given the name of the adult who shall be the Person Responsible.

Equine Influenza Vaccination: Vet. Regs. Annex VI – All horses and ponies for which an FEI Passport, or a National Passport approved by the FEI, has been issued must have the vaccination against equine influenza, given no less than 21 days and no more than 92 days apart. In addition , a booster injection must be recorded as having been given within each succeeding 12 months, subsequent to second injection of primary vaccination. None of these injections must have been given within the preceding 7 days including the day of the competition or of entry into the competition stables.

The above are the minimum requirements for influenza vaccination. Both primary and first and subsequent booster injections should be given according to the manufacturer’s instructions which will fall within the stipulation of the FEI ruling. In many cases the manufacturers recommend booster injections at intervals more frequent than 12 months.

Sampling for Prohibited Substances: Vet. Regs. Chap. V & VI and Annex III – Special guidelines are applicable for events covered by the FEI’s Medication Control Program (Groups I & II only). At all other international events horses are subject to sampling for Prohibited Substances. Such sampling is compulsory in CDIOs**, CDIOs***, World Cup Qualifiers, Cup Finals, Championships and Games, and is recommended for other categories of CDIs.

Medication Control Program (Groups I & II Only): Competitors at CDIs***, CDIOs**,CDIOs***, Championships and Games must pay the equivalent of SFr 12.50 per horse per event to the OC towards the costs of the above Program.

FEI NorthAmerican Junior Dressage Championships – June 29-July 1, 2001

Batavia, OH

The North American Junior Dressage Championship (NAJDC) is the premier competition for Junior riders, ages 14 through 18 (FEI Article 124.2). Juniors’ participation is an important element in the development of Equestrian Sport in the world. Riders are invited to compete through the National Federations of the countries United States, Canada, Mexico, the Caribbean and Bermuda, and with the FEI’s permission, Australia which will participate with borrowed horses. The broad range of competitors attending the Championship produces an international atmosphere throughout the competition week.

The Championship will be conducted in accordance with the following FEI publications:

FEI Statutes, 20th edition, effective 17 April 1999

General Regulations of 2000, 20th edition, effective 1 January 2000

Rules for Dressage Events, 20th edition, effective 1 January 1999

Special Regulation for Junior Dressage Events, 6th edition, effective 1 January 1998

Veterinary Regulations, 8th edition, effective 1 January 1998

Manual for Stewarding, 1995

including the addenda and all corrections and amendments published by the FEI, the provisions of which will take precedence.

An arbitration procedure is provided for in the FEI Statutes and General Regulations referred to above. In accordance with this procedure, any appeal against a decision rendered by the FEI or its official bodies is to be settled exclusively by the Court of Arbitration to Sport (CAS) in Lausanne, Switzerland.

Eligibility:

Riders: The Championships are open to all competitors as defined by the FEI. All competitors must have the permission of their National Federation in order to enter the Championship. Juniors who have reached their 16th birthday, who have competed in Senior Continental Championships, or in World Championships, Regional and Olympic Games are not eligible to compete in this Championship (FEI Junior Articles J-6.1, J-6.2, J6.3) with the same horse.

Horses: Horses of any origin and minimum 6 years of age may take part except those horses which have taken part under Senior competitors in any Grand Prix at a CDIO, Championship, Regional, or Olympic Games, or have been placed within the 5 best under a Senior competitor in a Grand Prix at a CDI during the preceding or current calendar year. Ponies may be used by riders until the end of the year in which the riders reach the age of 16 (FEI Junior Article J-12.2). A Junior who has taken part in Senior Continental or World Championships or in Regional or Olympic Games - in Grand Prix - is no longer eligible to compete in any international dressage event for Juniors with the same horse (FEI Junior Article J-6.3).

Any horse entered in the North American Junior Dressage Championship must have a valid FEI Passport or an equivalent identification issued by the national federation of the horse (FEI Gen. Regs. Article 139.1).

Any horse or pony for which an FEI passport, or a National passport approved by the FEI has been issued, must have a vaccination section endorsed by a veterinarian who is not the owner of the animal, stating that it has received two injections for primary vaccination against equine influenza, given no less than 21 days, and no more than 92 days apart. In addition, a booster injection must be recorded as having been given within each succeeding 12 months, subsequent to the second injection of the primary vaccination. None of these injections must have been given within the preceding 7 days including the day of competition or of entry into the competition stables (FEI Vet. Regs., Annex VI). 

All horses and ponies shall be subject to FEI drug testing. Blood and/or urine samples may be collected at any time during the event. To compete at the NAJDC, each horse must meet all health criteria required by the FEI rules, AHSA rules, and the NAJDC Organizing Committee.

Borrowed Horses: The OC shall determine a formula for the assignment of the borrowed horses with the approval of the Secretary General of the FEI. Sufficient reserve horses must be provided and if there is an apparent complete incompatibility between horse and competitor, the OC may substitute a reserve horse at the discretion of the Ground Jury. Horses must be allocated at least two days before the first competition, and each competitor will be given the opportunity to ride the horse obtained in at least two riding sessions of at least one hour each according to the rules established by the OC. The horse must be ridden using the bit and bridle which he usually works with and in which he is presented at the time of the draw. The bit may be changed only with the agreement of the owner.

The Person Responsible under Article 142.2 is also, in the case of a borrowed horse, the owner or the person who is normally in charge of the horse as well as the competitor to whom the horse has been allotted.

Additional rules regarding borrowed horses are found in Annex V of the Rules for Dressage Events and should be consulted by all competitors using borrowed horses.

Teams: Each of the United States, Canada, and Mexico will be allowed up to a maximum of six teams as Regional teams. A regional name is given to each team and the team’s composition of rider/horse combinations will be determined within the National Federation. The Caribbean and Bermuda are allowed one team and Australia (by special invitation for 2001) will be allowed one team with borrowed horses (FEI Rules for Dressage, Annex V - Guidelines for Dressage Competitions with Borrowed Horses, 1 January 1999 will apply to the Australian team)

Each team is composed of either 3 competitors and a maximum of 4 horses or 4 competitors with a maximum of 4 horses. In a team of four competitors, only the three best scores will count for the Team result. Each competitor may ride only one horse in the Championship. No individual competitors in addition to the team are allowed.

Individuals instead of a team: A NF which cannot send a team may enter one or two individual competitors each with a horse.

The FEI Junior Team Competition Test is for Junior Team competition and the 1st Individual qualifying competition. The FEI Junior Individual Competition test is the second and final Individual competition. The Team competition and the Individual competition are held under the rules contained in Chapter 2 of the Senior Dressage Rules, except where stated differently under these Guidelines. All tests are to be ridden entirely from memory. The North American Junior Team Championship winning team is the team with the highest combined total of marks, the second with the next highest total, and so on. See J16.2: The final winner of the individual title will be determined by adding the percentages obtained by each competitor in the Team Championship and in the Individual competition as points. In the case of a tie, the higher score in the Individual test will decide the placing. If two or more teams have equal combined totals, the winning team is the one whose competitor ranked third on the team has the best results. The North American Junior Individual Championship winner is the one with the highest total of marks, the second with the next highest total, and so on. In the case of equality of marks for one of the first three places, the individual classification in the Team championship competition shall be the deciding factor. In the case of equality of marks for one of the other places, the competitors concerned are given the same placing.

Entries to the North American Junior Dressage Championship are to be made in three phases. The first phase is the Entry in Principle, followed by Nominated entry, followed by Definite entry. Note: For US Selection process, please contact the AHSA, Cindy Vimont, 859-225-6939.

Entry in Principle - To inform the organizing committee as to the intention to send a team and/or individual competitors without giving names of competitor or horses. Entries in principle must be received by the OC at least eight weeks (May 3, 2001) before the competition and must state whether the intention of the NF is to send a team or individuals. (April 2, 2001)

Nominated Entry - To inform the organizing committee of the names of competitors and horses from which list the Definite Entries must be selected. Up to twice the number of entries that may be allowed in the competition may be listed on this form. No substitutions to this list will be allowed. Nominated Entries must be received by the OC no later than May 31, 2001 (at least four weeks before the competition). (May 30, 2001)

Definite Entry - On this form horses must be allocated to the competitors. This is the final selection of competitors and horses that will travel to the event. All must come from the Nominated Entries list. Regions unable to field a team may combine individuals only if authorized by their National Federation and only if declared on the Definite Entry. Combined Teams will not be accepted after the Definite Entries deadline of June 23, 2001. 

AHSA Code of Conduct and Entry Requirements

As an AHSA competitor and/or horse owner, I acknowledge my obligation to uphold and adhere to the highest standards of horsemanship, sportsmanship, and citizenship whenever I am representing my country whether as a team member, individual competitor or horse owner, and whether during actual competition or not. As a horseman, I will place my horse's welfare above all other considerations and faithfully observe the FEI Code of Conduct. As a sportsman, I will know and comply with all pertinent rules of the AHSA as my National Governing Body, the FEI as the International Governing Body, and, when applicable, the US and International Olympic Committees and honor the principles of fair play inherent to them. I will place the interests of the Team above my own, and accept the decisions of its duly appointed/elected officials, made in the Team’s best interest, even if I disagree with them. As a citizen, I will respect the law of my own country as well as those of foreign countries in which I or my horse may compete. Knowing that as an AHSA competitor and or horse owner I also serve as an Ambassador for my sport, the AHSA, and my country. I will endeavor at all times to reflect credit on them through my conduct, dress and behavior. I understand and accept that serious or repeated transgressions of the Code may be grounds for suspension from a squad or team, or their appropriate disciplinary action. In addition, I agree to abide by selection procedures established by the AHSA/USET wherever applicable. Finally, I fully understand that entries will not be made until this form is signed and completed in full and that this application indicates my intent to compete. Failure to participate may result in disciplinary action by the AHSA and the FEI (FEI Article 121.13). I agree to reimburse all fines imposed by the FEI on the AHSA for failure to participate in the competitions entered and agree to honor all other penalties including possible further disciplinary action.
