Background


The Government of the Lao PDR is implementing a Rural Development Project in the four northern districts of Hongsa, Ngeun, Xienghone, and Khorp of Sayaboury Province. The main objective is to assist the Government of Lao PDR in institution building for Lao Government Staff through the development of suitable management, planning, reporting and recording procedures and by providing in-service staff training.  A second objective is to ensure that other technical assistance staff used by the project develop, agree and implement appropriate work programs to fulfill their terms of reference including providing the necessary in-service training to counterpart staff allowing the programs to continue after the conclusion of the technical assistance input.





Duties and responsibilities of the project advisor


Advise on the development and refining of management procedures and skills with in the PPMU to ensure a regular forum for the Project staff for the exchange of information and decisions with specific attention to the liaison, communication and reporting procedures.


Advise on the interpretation of various aspects of the Project Document of UNDP and the Project Appraisal Report of IFAD to help ensure adherence to the strategies, approaches, methodologies etc., as appropriate. 


Advise on the development of Annual Work Plans and Budgets in accordance with the participatory procedures prescribed in the Project Document. 


Advise on the development and implementation of procedures for physical and financial progress reporting and monitoring & evaluation system as required by UNDP, UNOPS and IFAD.


Advise on the facilitation of missions from GOL, UNDP, IFAD and UNOPS including preparation, presentation of data as required. Advise on the implementation of the recommendations of missions and reporting back on the implementation status.


Advise on the training aspect in component work plans. Organize training courses and study tours for the Government staff and villagers. Design and provide required training programmes in financial management, accounting and financial reporting.


Advise on the development of financial management systems of the Project.


Advise on the interpretation and adherence to the IFAD guidelines and NEX guidelines as appropriate with respect to procurement, recruitment and otherwise by PPMU and line agencies.


Advise on the coordination with other projects in Sayaboury Province.





Required qualifications


The successful candidate shall have:


University level degree and/or professional or specialist training in financial management with emphasis on planning and budgeting.


At least five years experience in management of multi-lateral financed project assistance.


Three-year working experience with a public agency in the areas of a financial management or planning and budgeting.


Sensitivity to Lao customs and traditions, and ability to establish good working relations with counterpart staff and other technical assistance staff.


Knowledge of computer-based design, building and application of financial data bank in management decision making.


A good command of spoken and written English and a working knowledge of spoken Lao and/or Thai.


A willingness and preferably a proven ability to live in a remote area with limited amenities.





Duration


The assignment will be for four months. The successful candidate will be posted in the Hongsa, Sayaboury Province. The remuneration will be based on the qualifications of the candidate and  remuneration of local consultants in similar positions under the National Execution (NEX) Support programme of UNDP. Qualified Lao Nationals are strongly encourage to apply.
