The things that are forbidden for a muhrim

One should take care to avoid arguing and sins in general during Hajj. However there are some acts that require atonement, these are:

1. Flirting with, touching or kissing one's wife, or talking about sex

2. Wearing clothes that are sown or felted to fit around a bodypart in the normal manner (men only)
3. Wearing socks or shoes that cover the ankles

4. Covering the head (men only)
5. Covering the face (men and women)

6. Wearing gloves (men and women)

7. Removing or cutting any hair anywhere on the body, head or face

8. Cutting nails

9. Hunting or killing land animals or participating in any way

10. Putting perfume (or anything that has perfume)
11. Sexual intercourse, even if one forgot or was forced

12. Tawaaf as Junub or mentruating 
13. Tawaaf without ablution

14. Leaving 3 or less rounds of Tawaaf

15. Leaving more than 3 rounds of Tawaaf

16. Not making Sa^y

17. Taking off from Arafat before the Imaam or before Maghrib time enters.
18. Not being at Muzdalifah after Fajr enters on Eid (except with an excuse)

19. Stone throwing

20. Performing the required cutting or shaving ones hair outside the haram 
Doing what is forbidden with an excuse

· If one has an excuse, such as illness, to remove hair, wear sown clothing, cover one’s head or put perfume for fear of harm to oneself, then one has choice between: 

1. Slaughtering a sheep in the haram.

2. Giving 6 poor people 1/2 saa^ of wheat each or 

3. Fasting 3 days

This is if one does something that requires slaughtering.

· If one needs to do something that normally would require paying sadaqah, then he can either pay sadaqah or fast one day.

However, this is NOT for the one who was forced by someone to do these things, or forgot that it was not allowed or the like. Such a person must pay atonement, but does not have as sin.

Doing what is forbidden without an excuse

The following table illustrates the atonement due when one does what is forbidden in Hajj, or leaves out something waajib. If one leaves an obligation, then one must fulfill it in order to complete the Hajj.

In addition to what is in the table, note that:

· The one who is making Hajj and Umrah simultaneously (Qiraan) must double all the atonements of slaughtering.

· Slaughtering for atonement can be done before Eid, but it is not allowed for the one making the atonement to eat from it.

The same is for Umrah before 4 rounds of Tawaaf have been completed, but it is made up immediately. If 4 rounds or more have been completed then one only needs to slaughter.

-One must complete the invalidated Umrah or Hajj.

� E.g., if one shaved a square inch and one estimated a quarter of one’s beard and mustage to be 10 square inches, then one must pay 10% of the value of a sheep to the poor.


� A shibr is the span between the tip of the thumb and the tip of the little finger when stretched as far apart as possible.
