Bumpy Start?

Are you working at a new job where it is harder than you thought it would be?

Are you going to another place where you do not speak the way others speak?

Are you newly married and find that marriage life is difficult?

Are you raising a fussy, colicky baby?

Do you have a strong willed teenager to raise?

Are your parents difficult to live with?

These situations and many other situations can be rocky roads of your life.

When you are on a rocky road, you can do four things:

1. You can stand still

2. You can be pushed along

3. You can go fast with rocks flying

4. You can walk slowly on a narrow path

If you choose option one, you are not going anywhere. Nothing is changing and nothing will change. You might become tired of standing still.

If you choose option two, you will feel the force against you. The road will be harder for you to move and you will be tired as you move on the road.

If you choose option three, you will kick up rocks that may harm you or harm others. Do you want to hurt yourself or others?

If you choose option four, you walk slowly on a narrow path as you look for a guide through the rocks.

In option four, walking slowly is walking prayerfully.

Be careful for nothing: but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.
