So, how’s your day going? What about your week?

Are you glad to start a new day or a new week? 

Have you had someone giving you trouble on your job? Do you have more work than you expected?

Maybe work is okay.

How’s your family? Got kids? Having a hard time understanding them?

Wait. Before you start feeling bad and focusing on the areas that give you stress and want to give up, do not quit or be defeated.

You have some things going well for you. You are living, breathing, and God has a plan for you.

The devil knows this. He wants you to give up and feel defeated before God can bless you. He starts whispering to you, telling you to give up and to feel defeated.

That is what he has done ever since the beginning, when he started talking through the snake to Eve.

What’s faith? Faith is (repeat after me)

Faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.







Hebrews 11:1

What’s defeat? When we think of defeat, we think of losing or to being less than something. A defeated person may be someone who has fallen, and has chosen to stay down instead of getting up. If we stay down, faith can not be put into action.

Without faith it is impossible to please God for he that cometh to God must believe that he is and that He is a reward of them that diligently seek Him.






Hebrews 11:6

The devil knows this and he will do what he can to discourage you from having faith. His job is to steal whatever he can from you, kill your faith, and destroy your intentions of connecting with Jesus Christ. Jesus calls him a thief; someone who continually tries to steal from you.

When you feel defeated, think about the fact that you do not have to remain downcast. You do not have to be discouraged before you start something.
