Got A Lot?

What do you have a lot?

Of belongings? Of troubles? Of blessings?

Today we will study the story of Lot; Abraham’s nephew (Abraham’s brother’s son).

Abraham was called by God to move so that God could bless him.

How many of you have been called by God to move from where you are so God could bless you somewhere else?

Abraham was responsible for Lot since Lot’s father and Lot’s grandfather had died.
Abraham had belongings and Lot had belongings. Trouble began as their herdsmen were watching the cattle. 

And Abram (Abraham) said unto Lot, Let there be no strife, I pray thee, between me and thee, and between my herdsmen and thy herdsmen; for we be brethren                                     Genesis 13:8

Is not the whole land before thee? Separate thyself, I pray thee, from me: if thou wilt take the left hand, then I will go to the right hand, then I will go to the left.  Genesis 13:9
So Abram (Abraham) decided to help the situation among the herdsmen before it becomes rough.
Was Lot aware of the problems of the herdsmen? Was he not responsible for their care? We don’t hear about him worrying. Was he more focused on himself?

Have you been in situations where you choose not to be aware so that you don’t have to handle the situation? You might be a Lot.
Now Lot is given a choice. 

And Lot lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered every where before the Lord destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, even as the garden of the Lord, like the land of Egypt, as thou comest unto Zoar
Genesis 13:10

Then Lot chose him all the plain of Jordan; and Lot journeyed east: and they separated themselves the one from the other        Genesis 13:11

Abram dwelled in the land of Canaan, and Lot dwelled in the cities of the plain, and pitched his tent toward Sodom              Genesis 13:12
He chooses what looks on the outside to be the best area. Why did he not offer the best choice to his uncle?
Sounds like he was thinking of himself first again.

Fourteen years pass, and war breaks out in the region of Sodom and Gomorrah. Lot is captured, along with his family and his goods. Was he not being aware again?

One of Lot’s group escaped and told Abram.
And when Abram heard that his brother was taken captive, he armed his trained servants born in his own house, three hundred and eighteen, and pursued them unto Dan.                Genesis 14:14

And he divided himself against them, he and his servants, by night, and smote them, and pursued them into Hobah, which is on the left hand of Damascus.                                          Genesis 14:15
And he brought back all the goods, and also brought again his brother Lot, and his goods, and the women also, and the people.   Genesis 14:16

Abraham was prepared. Abraham himself went and brought again Lot. Relying on someone to help you is not a bad thing. The Bible mentions again. Is Lot not learning a lesson of being aware?

Lot didn’t command his family to follow the Lord as Abraham did. 

For I (the Lord) know him (Abraham) , that he will command his children and his household after him, and they shall keep the way of the Lord, to do justice and judgement, that the Lord may bring upon Abraham that which he hath spoken of him (blessings)                           Genesis 18:19

Have you ever thought that the Lord wanted to bless Lot, but Lot wouldn’t command his household to follow the Lord. Lot had been with Abraham when God first called Abraham. God had made His presence known to Lot through Abraham.

Have you been called to do the Godly thing; to live your life in a Godly fashion? Are you responsible for others that you should direct in a Godly fashion and show them how to live in a Godly fashion?
