May the Force Be With You

And from the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force.   Matthew 11:12

Force can be described as a resistance, strength or energy exerted, active power, moral or mental strength, the capacity to persuade or convince, a body of persons available for a particular end, and constraint exerted upon or against a person or thing.

This verse describes the situations one can expect as a believer in Christ. There will be resistance from others. People will put energy in disagreeing with believers. People will not stand by without responding in disagreement. People will use their logic in disagreeing with Christians. People will try to convince or persuade others to disagree with Christians. People will work in groups to make their points of disagreement. People will go against friends, family, and coworkers to make their disagreement known.

Don’t be concerned about these situations as Christians.

Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?      1John 5:5

The verse, Matthew 11:12, can be used as a banner for Christians.

A Christian can resist the negative response of others.

A Christian can use the strength given by the Lord.

The Lord will give strength unto His people; the Lord will bless His people with peace.                    Psalm 29:11

Christians can actively defend their faith, through the power of the Lord working in them.

Now unto Him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us             Ephesians 3:20

Christians are requested to persuade others to believe in Christ; i.e. to evangelize.      (Mark 16:15)

Christians are to assemble together to encourage others to stand strong in their faith in Christ.   (Hebrews 10:25)

Christians don’t fight against people, they fight against the powers of darkness.           (Ephesians 6:12)

You want to be on the winning team?

Then you need to have a relationship with Christ.

Don’t know how to have a relationship with Christ?

First you must admit your need for a savior to save you from the wrongs that you have done.

State that you want Christ to be the head of your life and mean it.
