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Some people think that obedience and sacrifice are the same.

When thinking of obedience, one may think of following someone’s directions. Think of obedience to your parents. You follow the guidelines of your parents. We think that to obey our parents will mean we will have to give up our decisions; our will. 

Isn’t that sacrifice?

What is sacrifice? Is it giving up our decisions?

Some people believe that they must do things that they don’t like to do in order to be obedient. Some people believe that people who believe in Christ must do things that most people don’t want to do. They call that obedience.

Obedience is more than that. 

Oh no, that’s not what you wanted to hear.

Let’s go back to obedience to your parents. When you were young, you were obedient to your parents because you loved them and wanted to please them. You followed their guidelines because you believed them and trusted them. 

I know some people were kids that always tested their parents’ limits; even though they loved their parents. I know some people didn’t have parents or had parents that had difficulty expressing love properly, but they may have had trusted adults in their lives that were like parents to them.

When you love someone, it is easier to follow and be obedient.

People who believe in Christ and have a relationship with Christ find it easier to be obedient. I said easier, not easy.

You want to be obedient to God. Some people think God wants them to sacrifice for Him. Let’s read what His word; the Bible, has to say about this topic.

And Samuel said, Hath the Lord as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, as in obeying the voice of the Lord? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of rams.        1 Samuel 15:22

In case you think that only Samuel had these thoughts, look what it states later in the Bible.

For I desired mercy, and not sacrifice: and the knowledge of God more than burnt offerings.                                                                Hosea 6:6

Obedience to God means you focus on knowing God more and listening to know what God has for you by reading the Bible. God will not call you to go against His word.

Don’t be swayed by man telling you what you should do, even if that man is you, if it is not God’s will.

There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death.                                                           Proverbs 14:12

The gospel is a gospel of grace, not a religion of human effort. Keep your focus on Christ and follow His pattern of committed living. Know that God knows the plans for you.

For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the Lord, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.









    Jeremiah 29:11

Have you decided that you want to be obedient to the one who knows the plans for you? You must first trust and believe in Jesus Christ as the one who can bring you closer to God. You must admit that you can not do anything without Him. Ask God to forgive you for your wrongs and to direct you in your life. Ask for Jesus to be the leader that you will follow and obey.

Thank Jesus  for dying on a cross for you to be able to say that you will trust and obey, for there’s no other way to be happy in Jesus.
