Following (In Marriage)

I know many people don’t like the idea of following. I know that it can be hard to follow someone. One must use discretion. You are not to follow someone who leads you off a cliff, as the lemmings.

Think of a person who can not see. A person who can not see must put their trust in someone or something to move from place to place. You may have to follow someone in order to go from one place to another.

Let’s go to the beginning; in Genesis. Genesis 12:5 refers to Abram taking his wife; Sarai, and going into the land of Canaan. Abram had not been to Canaan. It was a new place. Abram followed God’s direction to go where he had not been.

Then, in Genesis 12:11-20, Abram asks Sarai to pretend to be his sister instead of his wife.

Abram asks Sarai again in Genesis 20:1-14 to pretend to be his sister instead of his wife.

Let’s think about Sarai’s thoughts.

Do you think that Sarai wanted to lie about being Abram’s wife? Probably not, but Sarai followed her husband’s requests and lied about being Abram’s wife. The Egyptians, particularly Pharaoh, began to think of plans for Sarai. God had other plans and brought trouble to the Egyptians. Do you think Sarai may have been concerned about her life? How many times did Sarai have to fight off advances from the Egyptians?

What about the second time Abraham asked Sarah to lie about being his wife? Picture that discussion for a moment. I can see it now, “Abraham, this didn’t work the first time. Why do we think this will work now”?

God intervened after Abraham made the statements about his wife being his sister. Sarah placed her trust in God first, then in her husband Abraham. Sarah was called blessed for following Abraham in 1Peter 3:5-6. 

When your husband asks you to do something,; if it is not against God’s will and will not cause harm, discuss it with your husband and pray for God to reveal to your husband what is God’s will. If it is against God’s will, ask God to help you to remove yourself from the situation. The Bible shows a situation in Acts 5:1-11 where the wife did not follow God’s will. Ananias and Sapphira lied to God and went against God’s will; which they paid for with their lives.

Follow your husband as your husband follows Christ (Ephesians 5: 22-24). This situation applies to Godly men; men who believe in God through Jesus Christ.

God will bless you for following your husband even if your husband does not follow Christ, as long as you know that by following your husband, you are not going against God’s will.

Don’t know Christ, but you want to? We can help you. Male or female, God wants you to follow Him through belief in Jesus Christ. Talk to Him, and let Him know that you are sorry for the wrongs you have done toward Him. Tell Him that you are willing to turn away from the wrongs with His help. Tell Him that you believe in His Son, Jesus Christ, who died on a cross to make a way for you to come to the Father. Ask Him to be the leader in your life, for He is  the one who is worth following.

Thank Him for the opportunity to know Him better.
