Freedom

We have a part of us that wants to be free.

This is a universal, multigenerational desire.

It is not a bad thing to have a desire.

Delight thyself also in the Lord; and He shall give thee the desires of thine heart.                Psalm 37:4

The key is to desire the Lord first, and the Lord will provide you with godly desires if you allow Him to.   (Psalms 145: 16-19)

Hope deferred maketh the heart sick, but when the desire cometh, it is a tree of life.                Proverbs 13:12

When you have a godly desire, you may not be able to satisfy the desire immediately. You may have to wait until the time is right.

You may have a longing, a desire for something that you don’t understand.

You’ve tried to satisfy the desire with money, fame, thrill seeking, but it is not enough. You want to be free, but you are tied to the search for satisfaction. This is not free. (John 8:32-36)

Maybe the idea of following God doesn’t sound appealing.                       (Romans 1:28-32)

There’s only one way to be free.  (Galatians 5:1)

Are you ready to know Christ? Are you ready to be truly free?

Are you ready to have true satisfaction, for joy overflowing?

Ask Christ to be the leader of your life. Admit that He died on a cross for your wrong desires and you want to turn away from those desires. Ask God to place His desires in you and thank Him for what He has done and will do for you.
