Message:

The message today is designed to encourage us to have faith in God’s ability to effect change in our lives. 
May it bring encouragement to you as you do life under His care.
You may want to take out a pen and paper to write down some references I will make…

Friends, to start us off, I want to go back to the basics… 
Let’s look at biblical history in the front of the bible. 
Please turn to Genesis 1:1-31 and follow along as radio bible teacher Revita reads it to us. Congregants: {We would like for you to participate by saying aloud: “He Is Able” after each creation day}.
Genesis 1:1-31
Our God did all of this… He did not take millions of years to do this as secular scientist and atheist are pushing out there as fact.
It was thousands not millions of year. The dating methods are flawed and many of the processes of determining the age of the earth are flawed.

The people who were part of the R.A.T.E team got it correct. If you would like to watch a video regarding this go to our website’s training portal, to the “video I” link and scroll down to the videos. Or you can go to YouTube as well…
The R.A.T.E team did an excellent job explaining this. 

As believers we can determine the age of the earth by counting up the genealogies from Adam to Abraham.
You will arrive with an age somewhere around 6,200+ years. Not billions or millions… 
Let’s do a rough calculation to show how this works. The age of the earth can be estimated by taking the first five days of creation (from earth’s creation to Adam), then following the genealogies from Adam to Abraham in Genesis 5 and 11, then adding in the time from Abraham to today. 

Adam was created on day 6, so there were five days before him. If we add up the dates from Adam to Abraham, we get about 2,000 years, using the Masoretic Hebrew text of Genesis 5 and 11. Whether Christian or secular, most scholars would agree that Abraham lived about 2,000 B.C. (4,000 years ago). 

So a simple calculation is: 

5 days + ~2,000 years + ~4,000 years = ~6,000 years

Message Continued:

Friends, if God had a resume the pages would never cease…
For building our faith we only need to think of a few of His accomplishments. 
Let’s take a moment to think of a few of His accomplishments.

I will say them and this is where you will participate by saying:

Our God is able!

God created the Heavens and the Earth and all that is within it. 

Congregants Say: Our God is Able!

Enoch holds a rare distinction in the Bible: He did not die. Instead, God "took him away." (Genesis 5)

Congregants Say: Our God is Able!

God saw how corrupt the earth had become... So God said: Noah I want you to build an ark. 

And rain fell on the earth forty days and forty nights. (Genesis 5)

Congregants Say: Our God is Able!

Daniel in the Lions Den. God sent his angel, and he shut the mouths of the lions. (Daniel 6)

Congregants Say: Our God is Able!

Hezekiah became sick and was near death. The Lord said, “I have heard your prayer. I have seen your tears. See, I will add fifteen years to your life. (Isaiah 38)

Congregants Say: Our God is Able!

Jesus healing the sick...

The resurrection of Jesus...
Congregants Say: Our God is Able!

For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. (John 3:16)

He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death’[a] or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away.” (Revelation 21:4)

Consider the many answered prayers in your life.

We have many examples written in our bibles. God has preserved the bible for generations. God wants His people to read His word the bible… It is one of the primary ways God speaks to His children. My question to you is: do you read the bible? Not just at church but at home or other areas...
Friends, bible illiteracy is unfortunately off the charts in the world. People are not reading their bibles and the result of this is clear. 
Society is changing.

Some are falling from the faith.

Churches are closing.

College students are losing their faith when confronted by a professor on a mission to challenge them with religious and science topics that they are not prepared to answer… 
Can you give a reason why you believe?

Action Steps:
1. Have a plan and stick to it. Read the bible daily no matter what. It should get the priority in your life. Start out by reading a chapter per day…
2. Talk to God while you read His word… Use this time for you and God!
3. If you do not understand a passage read it again. Read before and after the passage to get the full context. Know that you can always ask your pastor, and you can go to the internet website:

http://www.gotquestions.org to see if an answer is posted. There are over 376,000 questions and answers on the website. If you do not see the answer you can fill out a form and submit it to Gotquestions.org. Know that my wife and I and many others are writers on the Gotquestions.org staff who get questions to answer. There is also a free GotQuestions.org APP for the iPad, iPhone and Android that you may find very convenient. The full website Q/A’s are in the app. You just have to manually update the app at least weekly to get the new items added…  
4. Supplement getting more of the word by listening to “Back To The Bible” on the radio or at the backtothebible.org website.

5. TVBiblestudy.org is another website where you can watch, or listen to bible teacher Richard Rogers while you follow along in your bible.

6. You can always go to our ministry to supplement the great teaching you get here on Sunday. Our site has a training portal that connects you to many gifted Pastors teaching the word of God. Our website is: www.lohmin.org It contains the websites I spoke of earlier…
7. Get familiar with Christian Apologetics websites and read the many articles they posted. The ones I recommend are:
