Growing

When you have a garden where you have planted seeds, you check the garden at the beginning of the growing season to see what is growing.

You might see weeds among the new plants. 

This is the same situation in a new believer’s life. Before they started a relationship with Christ, their life was barren, empty of the peace and joy that God gives believers.

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith





Galatians 5:22

The new believers have sin in their lives. The mature believers have sin in their lives. We all have sin in our lives. We tend to focus on the new believers’ sin instead of sin being in all of our lives.

Now that the word of God and a relationship with God is planted in the new believers’ lives, the fruit of the Spirit will begin to grow. Their lives are no longer barren; their lives are nourished.

For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.






1 Peter 5:8

We are still human, with evil thoughts and desires in us. We are tempted to think, say, or do things that displease God.

For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me: but how to perform that which is good I find not.







Romans 7:18

The evil thoughts and desires may become more visible. This is the time when the new believers need support from other mature believers. The mature believers can encourage, pray, and assist the new believers. 

Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such a one in the spirit of meekness, considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted.




Galatians 6:1

God wants us to encourage new believers to go to God for help. We will not condone or condemn. We will build up and construct for the glory of God.
