Pondering
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Godly inspiration
Have you ever had a dream or a vision? You want to act on it, but you don’t know how and you don’t know if it is the right time? 

Maybe you have a decision to make and don’t know what to do.

Watch and wait.

Mary, Jesus’ mother watched and waited.

Mary was a part of Jesus’ birth. She remembered what the angel had told her. 

More situations begin to happen.

And when they (the shepherds) had seen it, they made known abroad the saying which was told them (by the angels) concerning this child.  Luke 2:17

And all they that heard it wondered at those things which were told them by the shepherds.   Luke 2:18

But Mary kept all these things, and pondered them in her heart.  Luke 2:19

This is the key word; pondered. It is another way of saying watch and wait while you are thinking. 

Mary was told many things. Now Mary hears from other people she has never met about what Jesus is meant to be. This is a lot of information to think about. God uses this example in the Bible to let people know that it is okay to think.

Mary had another situation where she was pondering.

When Jesus was 12 years old; Jesus, Mary, and Joseph went to the Passover feast in Jerusalem. In the Jewish tradition, a 12 year old male is considered to be at the age of reason. He celebrates his Bar Mitzvah to celebrate this event. Jesus is considered a beginner in the religious studies. Mary and Joseph are traveling home as part of a caravan; a large group of people. It is easy for people to be lost in a group. When Mary and Joseph didn’t see Jesus, they thought He was with other family members and friends. Once Mary and Joseph realized that Jesus was not in the caravan, they went back to Jerusalem. Mary and Joseph found Jesus with the “doctors” in the temple. “Doctors” is a reference to the top learned rabbis in the area. When Mary asks Jesus what He was doing, she received this response: And He said unto them, “How is it that ye sought me? Wist ye not that I must be about my Father’s business?” Luke 2:49.

This is Mary’s response: And He (Jesus) went down with them, and came to Nazareth, and was subject unto them; but His mother kept all these sayings in her heart.  Luke 2:51

When you are driving a vehicle; or with those who don’t drive when you walk or bike; you must use caution when you reach an intersection. It doesn’t matter whether there is a stop sign or stop signal; whenever you come to an intersection you must watch. Being aware is important. You will use that information.

Mary used information after she watched and waited.

Mary and Jesus were present at a marriage in Cana when the marriage feast ran out of wine. Mary informed Jesus that there was no wine. This is Mary’s response: His mother (Mary) saith unto the servants, Whatever He saith unto you, do it. John 2:5

Mary mentioned a problem to Jesus, then told others around Him to follow Him. Jesus had not made any public miracles at this time. This situation was one of the early signs of Jesus’ ministry. How could Mary know that she could ask Jesus to do something, and that something would happen? Why did Mary go to Jesus at that moment? Mary had watched, she had waited, now all she had to do was trust God with the outcome. Mary believed that God’s will would be done.

Solomon speaks of pondering in Proverbs 4:26; Ponder the path of thy feet and let all thy ways be established.

All of our ways should be established in God, after waiting for God’s timing. The Lord sees all and knows all. He knows what is best for you. Wait on the Lord and be ready for His answer: yes, know, or not now.

Do you know the Lord? Does that question make you ponder? Let us help you to know Him better. Let us pray that the Lord will reveal Himself to you and that you will be open to Him. If you know of Him, but don’t have a relationship with Him, we would like to help you, too. The start of a relationship with Him is to talk to Him. Tell Him that you know you need Him, for you make a lot of mistakes without Him. You’re tired and you want to ask for His help. Tell Him that you believe that He died for your wrongs. Tell Him that you want Him to lead you, guide you, and be ruler in your life. Mean what you say and be ready for Jesus to show up in your life.
