FrontPage Basics
-one page web only-
Web pages are a great way to keep parents and students informed of projects, homework, and due dates.

Example of a FrontPage Web: www.physicsuniverse.com
Rule #1: Hit the save button regularly!

1) Creating new website:
open FP →file→new→one page website : index will be the page of the site in which we will build on
2) Adding Basics to Page: text, font, centering, underlining, colors …(same as Word)
Try it: Type in your name then highlight. At this point you can try the various fonts and sizes. Convert your name into barcode. Idea: Convert a test to barcode and give it to your most obnoxious student.
3) Adding Images: Find an image that you like on the web
a) right click the image → save as (save to disk or HD)
b) to insert: click on the page you want it to go then go to

insert→picture→from file

c) You may wrap text around the image by clicking on the image. 



right click→picture properties

another method of doing this is through the use of cells
4) Changing Background Color:

right click page→page properties→formatting

5) Adding a background from the web: Find the background that you like

On website: right click→save background as (save to disk or HD)
On FP: right click page→page properties→formatting→background image→browse→open (watermark allows the background to stay static)
6) Linking an image or text to other sites
highlight image or text→right click→hyperlink  you can either type in (not advisable) or open the website that you want to hyperlink to and toggle to it then back FrontPage and it will automatically insert the URL.
7) Linking an image or text to other places on the same page
Must create an anchor of your destination: insert→bookmark (type name)
to hyperlink to the bookmark: highlight→right click→hyperlink→bookmark
8) Email hyperlink: 

highlight image or text→right click→hyperlink→email address (far left)

9) To preview what your page looks like:

file→preview in browser
10) Insert counter:

insert→web component→hit counter

11) Insert marquee:

insert→web component→ (type in what you want)

12) Insert table:

Click the table button at the top and determine the size of table you want. The cells can be adjusted at any time.

Publishing: Find host first
1) $4/month at www.godaddy.com--no ads

2) www.tripod.com – free but is ad supported
a. go to www.tripod.com
b. sign-up—new user

c. Try Tripod for FREE!

d. Sign up

e. Fill out the info. Keep in mind that your member name will be a part of your address such as: http://physicsuniverse.tripod.com (my old one)

3) file→publish site→Frontpage→http://physicsuniverse.tripod.com→okay

NOTES:
Multiple pages on a web are easy to create and easy to link to

Saving to another source such as a floppy requires you to publish to that disk. You CANNOT save to another source by using the save-as button

You can download webpages from sites going to file then import.

You can transition your pages by going to format then transition…somewhat like PowerPoint.
