Ruggerio, Lucia, and Maria  Ambriola, left Barletta Italy in  1840 and  made their home on the Ionian  Island of Zante. Ruggerio and Lucia  Ambriola had a second daughter in Zante who was born  on the 23rd June 1840 her Name was Annunciata.

In  1856 Maria  Ambriola  started an affair with a  Paymaster of the 68th Foot Regiment in Zante where he was doing duty in the Ionian Islands (British Protectorate till 1864 ) The Paymaster’s Name was William Hughes. Maria  Ambriola had a illegitimate son by this Paymaster William Hughes of the 68th Foot Regiment  this Child was Named  Carman Paul Hughes.

Maria and her Mother Lucia Ambriola together with the small Child Carman Paul Hughes arrived in India  in  March 1858

Carman Paul  Hughes was educated in the College of the Jesuit Fathers in Bombay some time after finishing his education  together with his Mother Maria and his Grandmother Lucia Ambriola  they moved up North to Saharanpur in the U.P.  Carman Paul Hughes joined the North Western Railway as a Fireman in  November 1876. On  Rs 50/- pm. Promoted to Shunter in November 1878.On  Rs 100/- pm. Promoted to Driver in June 1879.On Rs 120/-pm. Promoted to Asstt Shed Foreman in June 1897.On Rs 225/-pm.Promoted to Shed Foreman  (Loco Foreman)  Lahore inJuly 1898.On Rs 250 pm. At time of his retirement his pay was Rs 375 pm.

Retired in March 1912.

He was in receipt of an additional allowance in lieu of Exchange Compensation allowance at the rate of 6% of his pay

Carman married a lady of Italian descent named Louisa Gertrude Chiadetti

My Father:- Louis Phillip Hughes  was educated at St Georges College Mussoorie U.P. ( British India ) He started his working life as a Apprentice Mechanic on the North Western Railway at the big workshops at Mougalpura near Lahore in 1914. after finishing his Apprenticeship he was transferred to Kalka , some time after he arrived there he changed his job and became a Rail Motor Driver then once again he changed and became a Fireman, then on to a Grade IV Driver  on Mails and Express Trains. While he was Driving  Rail Motors  he had the privilege to drive the Rail Motor that carried the Prince of  Wales from Kalka  to Simla and back to Kalka.

Louis Phillip Hughes married Beryl Alice Tondorf  on the 18th December 1919 at the Church of the Most Holy Redeemer Amballa  Cant’ India

My Mother and  Father

Louis and Beryl Hughes with their children moved about from place to place on the North Western Railway some of the many places they lived in were Kalka, Bhatinda, Sibi, Charman,Much, Quetta, Amballa and Saharanpur to name a  few.  My Brothers Neville and Albert Hughes were educated at St Edwards Simla and my Sisters Joyce and Patricia Hughes were educated at the Jesus and Mary Convent Chelsea Simla .

I myself was educated at the Railway School Saharanpur and  All Saints School  Aintree Liverpool. After the death of my Father Louis Phillip Hughes my mother together with my two Sisters and myself left India in 1948  and set up home in Liverpool we returned to India in 1950 we spent three years in Saharanpur then my mother and myself went to live with my sister Joyce and her husband Dudley Jacobs in Jamnagar  my mother got a job in Auckland House School as a Matron and went to Simla I stayed with my sister and her husband we moved from Jamnagar to Bombay that was in about 1955 I left Bombay in June 1956 and returned to Saharanpur where I  joined the Northern Railway in 1957 as a Fireman I left India in 1962 and  came back to the UK

Madam,

In reply to your letters of June 16th and July 7th the former forwarded to this Department from the War Office I am directed to state that upon search among the War Office Records preserved in this Office4 there has been found in the Returns of Officers! Services for 1870 a detailed account of the career of William Hughes, of which the following is a summary.

He was born at Clonmel , Ireland on the 18th of December 1812. He enlisted as a Private in the 22nd Foot  on  the 16th December 1831, and  became an Ensign in that Regiment on the 9th September 1846. On  1st April 1856 he became Paymaster in the 68th Foot, and  on  29th May 1857 Paymaster in the 82nd Foot. He became Honorary Captain  in  the  82nd Foot  on  1st April 1861 and Honorary Major on 1st April 1866. He was put on the Half Pay List in 1870.

He served in the Scinde Campaign of 1842-43, and in the Southern Mahratta Country 1844-45. On 2nd June 1856 he sailed  from England for the Ionian Islands. He embarked for India  in  August 1857. He served in the Indian Mutiny 1857-59, and remained  in  India till his return to England on 25th February 1869.

On 9th November 1830 he married at Bristol  Catherine Luby, who died on  14th October 1844. Of  this  marriage there were two children, Henry, born 14th September 1831 died 10th May 1862 , and Marianne born 30th April 1834. No mention is made of any second marriage.

For information concerning the births Baptisms etc of British subjects in the Ionian Islands during the period 1816 to 1864 you are advised to address yourself to the Registrar General at Somerset House Strand W.C. 2 in order that a search may be made in the appropriate series of Garrison and Station Registers in the custody of his department.
