Timeline

-10,000:
End of Ice age.  Early ‘lost’ civilizations develop in a ‘Golden Age” of enlightenment.   Magic and technology are freely mixed to build great monuments, which haven’t been equaled to this day.  These include the mathematically advanced civilization of Mu, in Asia, Egyptian rule of Gods, Greek time of legends, and rise of Atlantis.  The lycanthrope ‘wolven’ races arrive on earth due to dimensional travel and reach a truce with the fairie races.

Historical Period:

-5000:
Civilization begins to develop in the fertile crescent valley and yellow river valley.  The earth enters the ‘Rho Field’, a region of space that inhibits the powers that can be tapped due to the ‘x-gene’.  History proceeds along its usual somewhat known path, almost.  Many mythical, legendary, or literary events in our world are simple statements of fact here.  Some reasonably modern examples include:

1492:
The Inquisition was instituted by Torquemada and his Black League, targeting many sects.

1792:
Sir Martin Scanus, a minor sorceror, rescues victims of the French Revolution, as the Scarlet Pimpernel.

1850:
Tai-Ping rebellion is fueled by the mystic power of the ‘Boxer’ sect.

1867:  Captain Nemo dies in an underwater accident.

1888:
Jack the Ripper magically achieves immortality, and still hasn’t been found to this day.

1892:
The Ghost Dance summons the Spirit Warrior who still hunts the American West.

1901: Theodore Roosevelt sets up StrikeForce and uses it to establish Panama as a country.

1906: 
A strange, brilliant white flash of light is recorded to have happened over the entire planet. The earth leaves the ‘Rho Field’.  A terrible earthquake destroys the city of San Francisco.  Formerly weak mages gain great powers.  An alien starship crash lands in a Siberian forest, leaving little behind.

1912:
Alien visitors deposit many exiles to do remote location of planetary system, and plentiful source of food (Origin of Cthul’hu reports).  Sinking of Titanic after threats of Demon organization go unheeded.

1918:
People with minor ‘psychic’ powers begin to appear.

1920:
Whaling comes to an end due to excessive ship loss.

1922:
Tomb of Tutenkhamun unearthed.  A curse is unleashed, and hundreds die, eventually, horribly.  Several governments establish organizations to combat spies and rising ‘weird’ events.

1923:
Another mysterious ‘White Event’ occurs locally in Springfield, New Jersey.  One inhabitant develops monstrous probability-warping powers.  Before his destruction in 1924, several dimensional rifts are torn open, freak tornados strike, and strange ‘probability vortexes’ are scattered world-wide.  A giant lizard monster destroys the city of Tokyo.

1927:
 Establishment of various mystical ‘Golden Age’ societies.

1938:
Hitler’s agents, seeking occult objects, find the Rune Spear, and use its powers to prevent super-powers from working in Europe.

1939:
Development of the cyclotron.  Nazis begin experiments into necromantic magics and super-soldier biochemistry.

1940:
First ‘super-heroes’ appear.  Powers are low level, but sufficient to deal with Nazi necromancy and spy attempts.

1945:
The Master Sorcerer of the Oolong Nippon walks away from Hiroshima.  With the Nazi subterranean escape route to South America cut off by StrikeForce, many flee to the far east.

1947:
House committee on Un-American activities begins investigations into super-being activities.

1948:
Second set of Dead Sea Scrolls are discovered and hidden.  Ghandi survives an assassination attempt, miraculously.  Super-heroes are banned from sports.

1950:
McCarthy begins persecuting heroes.  Several super-heroes go to Korea for the ‘police action’, but leave soon, disgusted.  Captain Victory dies of heart attack while in Senate hearings.

1953:
Yeti prevents Sir Edmond Hillary from reaching the summit of Mount Everest.  Due to several Chinese ‘super-agents’, China successfully annexes Tibet.  Chiang Ki Shek and his Mind-Enthralled masses leave China to live ‘peacefully’ on the island of Taiwan.

1954:
McCarthy gets special legislation for registering and drafting super-heroes passed, but loses support.  Most heroes drop out of sight.

1959:
Presidente for Life Jose Valensia deposes Batista in Cuba.  Fidel Castro becomes new pitching sensation for the Brooklyn Dodgers.

1960:
U-2 plane brought down by Soviets, but was rescued by someone.  Bovernment super teams set up.  Government begins plans for the ‘Vault’.

1962:
Cuban Missile Crisis involves government super teams.

1963:
Super heroes and super villains are abruptly common.  Costumes are now the norm, and any number of teams get started in reaction.

1964:
Destruction of underwater city causes great damage to Anchorage, Alaska.

1967:
Israel reveals its own super team during the 6-day war.  Two ‘stars’ revealed to have super powers.  Gradual build up since McCarthy results in an anti-mutant panic, which is directed against all super-beings.  Many super heroes, again, go into hiding.

1969:
First man on moon, and first alien contact.

1970: 
Cetaceans and higher primates are recognized as sapient beings by the U.S. Government, followed eventually by others.  Amendment to Constitution grants full rights to all sentient beings.

1971:
Major super villain breaks out of Attica prison in New York, prompting the building of the first Vault prison.

1972:
Recognition of the court plea ‘mind controlled’.

1974:
Oil embargo drives energy research.  Micro-nuclear plants become possible, but prohibitively expensive.  Project ‘Far-Thought’ is begun.

1975:
N.S.A. utilizes super team to salvage a Russian sub.  Inferno destroys a Boeing 707, leaving only 2 survivors.

1976:
Rash of appearances or ‘probability vortexes’ destroys New Guinea, Turkey, Tangshen, and parts of China.  Appearance of The Mandarin, who takes over control of large portions of China.

1977:
Spectre blackmails U.S.A. with blizzards generated with a group of weather control satellites.  Project ‘Far-Thought’ is used by rogue C.I.A. agents to control minds.

1978:
First Vault facility is completed in San Francisco harbor, and the its first super villains are imprisoned there.  The first school for non-humans is established.

1979:
An unknown being emerges from Three Mile Island nuclear plant.  American hostages are taken by Iranian revolutionaries.

1980:
John Lennon is saved from assassination attempt by Captain Marvel.  Hostages are freed from Iran by a force lead by Major North, agent of StrikeForce.

1981:
Space shuttle is launched, relying on ‘proven technology’.

1984:
Undamaged Mayan tomb is found, with advanced technology inside it.  Mount Saint Helens explodes.

1985:
Walker Trio is convicted of telepathic spying.  Achille Lauro hijacking is blocked by professor Xavier.  An Egyptian jetliner is hijacked and then destroyed in a super battle.  Columbian volcano erupts, mysteriously, killing 25,000.

1986:
A second alien race arrives and destroys the space shuttle.  Super heroes take the fight to the alien moon base.  StrikeForce leader, Col. North, is implicated in contra aid assistance.  Chernobyl disaster is caused by Spectre.  Justice Society reappears.

1987:
StrikeForce recovers additional advanced technology from the destroyed alien moon base.  Moon Base Alpha is set up to defend against future alien attacks.

1988:
East Germans are banned from international sports for using super powered athletes in international competitions.

1989:
First successful sustained fusion power.  Korean airliner is destroyed by Russian super patriot.  First true spacecraft is flown.

1990:
U.S. government admits existence of ‘stealth’ craft.  Lord Fear causes mass panic in Times Square, New York.

1991:
Mars mission successfully completed, though no life is found. Massive earthquakes are caused by the re-emergence of the Rune Spear.  Medical advances cause and cure many ailments, but still not the common cold.

1992:
First permanent space station  completed (Space Station Freedom).  Marcos causes the eruption of Mount Pinatubo, and is believed to be in league with The Mandarin.  The Soviet Empire collapses, and Germanic Empire is established under Doctor Doom.

1993:
Asteroid belt mining is begun, and the first Artificial Intelligence computer is put on-line.  Advanced genetic engineering is developed.  The first truly world-wide computer system is established.

1994:
After a brief clone war, clones are declared illegal.  The first A. I. Civil rights and responsibility act is passed.

1995:
A delegation of ‘peaceful’ aliens comes to open trade and information exchanges.  Comet Shoemaker-Levy crashes into an alien prison barge.  This then crashes into Jupiter.  Rebel forces begin to fight against the rule of Dr. Doom.

1996: 
Spectre launces new weather control satellite and wreaks havoc on the American Midwest.  Exploration of outer planetary systems begins.

1997:
 Axial shift in planetary poles causes great earthquakes, tidal waves, floods and the like.  Millions are killed worldwide.

1998-1999:
Exodus to other planetary outposts and moons begins.  Earth’s human population is reduced to 500 million .

2000:
Cities are rebuilt, notably New Frisco on the U.S. west coast, New Babylon on the shore of Lake Michigan, and Empire City on the U.S. east coast.  People move to the new cities and surroundings.  The abandoned areas revert to wilderness at an astonishing rate.
