The submitted abstract should not have been previously published

If the investigation has included animals or human subjects, please place a statement in the methods section, confirming adherence to the appropriate animal use and human study guidelines.

Presentations must avoid commercialism. If the cost of a presentation has been underwritten to any extent, a clear acknowledgment stating the support and identifying the source should be included in the abstract (e.g., "The support of [corporation or institution] for this project is gratefully acknowledged."). 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE PREPARATION OF ABSTRACTS 

· Title should be typed in CAPITAL LETTERS, bold and left aligned.

· Presenting author’s name should be underlined and bolded.

· Font: Times New Roman, size 12 points, single spacing.

· If submitting more than one abstract, each abstract must be sent as a separate e-mail message and the title should indicate that these are separate abstracts, 

i.e. JILL BROWN ABSTRACT 1; JILL BROWN ABSTRACT 2; etc.

· Abstracts should be no longer than 250 words.

· No end–notes, diagrams or frames are acceptable

· Please note: Faxed abstracts will not be accepted 
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
