E Parish-Alvars   (1808-1849)
La Mandoline 
An English harpist, based in Vienna and who worked almost exclusively in Europe but interestingly enough, made a long tour of the Far East from 1838 to 1842. Unsurpassed as a virtuoso, he developed many new techniques for his instrument, integrating pedal and manual skills in completely new ways. His published compositions include some 80 works for solo harp, two concertos, a concertino and duos for harp and piano.
W A Mozart  (1756-1791)

Sonata KV 370                 
This sonata is an arrangement of the quartet for oboe and strings, which Mozart wrote in 1781 for the then famous oboist Ramm. The oboe quartet is among several chamber works that Mozart wrote for a variety of instrumental combinations. These include the flute quartets (KV 285 and KV 298), the clarinet quintet (KV 581) and the quintet for piano and winds (KV 452). Although only in 3 movements, the oboe quartet is a substantial work – a graceful but sturdy first movement is followed by a moving adagio in which the oboe is offered opportunity to exhibit its possibilities. The final rondo contains a unique passage in which the oboe proceeds with an embellished melody in a different rhythm (4/4) from the strings (6/8), a device most unusual for Mozart.

PROGRAMME NOTES

Su-Lian Tan (1964 - )
Shawm Song

Tan is a Malaysian flautist and composer who studied at the Julliard School of Music in New York and at Princeton University where she received a doctorate in composition. She has written a piano concerto, music for voice and chamber music including a sextet for piano and winds.  

J Brahms  (1833-1897)          Four Piano Pieces Op 119

Brahms’ final works for piano, Op 116-119, published in 1892-93, are deeply introspective, exploratory in harmonic and textural effects and rhythmically ambiguous. The first three pieces in Op 119 well exemplify these characteristics - drooping arpeggios, hesitating syncopations and vague sonorities (No1), a nervous, almost querulous, dactylic rhythm which unexpectedly transforms itself into an elegant dance, the Landler (No 2) and gentle gaiety and capricious humour (No 3). The final Rhapsody however is extensive, vigorous and episodical in style, recalling the heroic mould and virile manner of the Op 79 rhapsodies. A pounding principal theme in Hungarian 5-bar  rhythm, a second theme of powerful triplets in the relative minor is followed by a deliciously graceful section. A return of the second theme, witty allusions to the first and an exciting coda ends an ebullient  work unexpectedly and somewhat curtly in the minor key.

A Weber (1930 - )  

Sonata
A French composer and student of Aubin and Messiaen at the Paris Conservatoire, winner of the Prix de Rome in 1952, Weber composed chamber music, works for solo instrument and orchestra and a chamber opera. The sonata for oboe and harp was written in 1960.
