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Narrator(bored):  "In a time not too long ago in a place kind of far away, there was a 

boy named Joe Shmoe.  He was hated by his parents, not very respected by 



his peers, and tormented by his siblings.  He always got the worst end 



of the deal, his allowance was always (pause)stolen.  His sisters



threw his cat that he had gotten for a birthday present into the middle 



of the highway.  They threw it right in front of a big Mac truck which



proceeded to run over it.

Narrator(suddenly bold like a game show voice):  "And this poor boy, his chronicles, his 

hardships, his shopping, they all took place in LA!  That's right, Los 



Angeles California, home of Hollywood, Beverly Hills, and best of all



lots of rich people! (suddenly back to bored normal self)  Joe Shmoe



has to stay home while his demonic sisters go to the mall and "hang out".

Act I Scene 1
Joe is sitting at the kitchen table quietly.  He seems very tense as his parents go through

the daily ritual of taking out all of their days frustrations on him.
Joe Shmoe(meekly):  Mom!  Why can't I go to the mall?

Mother(sharply):  Shut up boy!  Can't you just eat your soup and be done with it?

Joe: With what?

Father:  Don't question your mother boy!

Joe:  Why do you two always call me boy?  I'm Joe!

Father:  Boy! Do you dare question your fathers judgment?  I know who you are!  Don't 


make me get out the whip!

Joe:  I'll be quiet and eat my soup now...(goes off into his own thoughts).

Mother:  Boy!  Look at me!  Don't eat that soup!  You don't deserve it you rat!

Joe:(no response)

Mother:  Boy!  Do you hear what I'm saying?

Joe:(no response.  He picks up the newspaper and begins to read).

Father:  Boy!  Why are you so interested in gardening, that's woman's work!  You need to 


get a real job like me.  Driving a dump truck.

Joe:  But dad, you don't...

Father(interrupting Joe):  Don't but dad me boy!  Now go to your room before you're 


wearing that soup!

Joe runs to his room, he slams the door and begins to cry.

Mother:  Crybaby...where did we go wrong with him?

Father:  I'm glad I didn't name him after me.  Father Shmoe Jr...ha!  Why am I 


laughing, if that were true then I'd be a disgrace.

Joe's Sisters Dana and Leslie enter left.  They are excited.

Leslie(hyper and excited):  Hey mom, we just found a cool lizard thing at the pet store, 
and we bought him!

Dana(ditz and stereotypical blond):  Uh, yeah!  It was, like, just so radical.  It's...uh...gold!

Mother:  Now children, you know what I told you about buying pets...

Father:  What are you talking about?  Are you mad?  Our two perfect daughters?  They 


would NEVER do anything wrong .  Is that right?

Leslie(ever excited):  YEAH!

Dana: Uh...sure dad, whatever.

Mother:  Okay, you can keep it.  Just keep it away from you know who.

Narrator:  Suddenly, the room is silent.  The four in the room forget about the day, their 
troubles, and their least favorite relative in the other room

Father:  Hey, who wants to go on a walk.

Dana:  Uh, can I go out tonight?

Mother:  Sure dear, just don't take that your brother with you.

Dana: Okay.

Leslie:  Yes!  I love walks!

All exit right

Act I  Scene 2
Narrator:  It's late at night.  Dana is still out on the town.  Leslie, Mother, and Father are all asleep.  Only Joe, who knows he would be whipped on the spot if his parents knew he was out of his bed after dark, is in the kitchen.

Joe(sadly and to himself):  Oh, woe is me.  Why can't I live a good life?  Why does 


everything I do have to be yelled at?  Why did that stupid chicken cross the road, 
and why can't I?

Narrator:  Poor Joe...no one has ever loved him, not even himself...

Joe(interrupting):  Hey!  Who said that!  That's not true!

Narrator:  That's not important Joe...

Joe(interrupting):  Yes it is, who are you?  Are you God?

Narrator: No I am not God.  I am just trying to help you in your time of need.  You 


appear very sad, and I want to help.  I love you...

Joe(interrupting):  Why are you just here now?  Why not earlier in life?

Narrator:  Because I was just hired.  I'm only a narrator.

Joe:  A what?!?!?  Uhh...that was a rhetorical question...stupid narrator.

Joe suddenly sees the big cage with the golden gecko in it

Joe:  Now what do we have here(walking towards the cage).  Hello there little friend.  


What can I call you?

GG:  GG will do fine.

Joe:  You can talk?

GG:  Of course!  All Golden Geckos can.  That's not important though.  I need you to get


me out of here.  In return, I can get you out of here, and find you a woman who


truly loves you.

Joe(shocked):  You would do that for me?

GG(trying to interrupt):  Yes, I most certainly...

Joe(talking while GG is talking):Wow.  I've never had anything like that before.  A 
friend.  This is so great!

GG:  Will you just shut up, and get me out of this cage!

Joe(suddenly much less enthused):  Okay...

Joe opens the cage and picks up the lizard

GG:  Ahh, this is much better.  Now do you want to get out.

Joe:  Sure, but how can I?

GG:  You see that door over there?  Why don't you open it up and walk through it?

Joe:  But my mom says the Boogie Man lives out there, and he'll eat me alive!

GG:  You mom is wrong.  Yes, the Boogie Man is out there...

Joe(frantically but hushed): Oh my god, oh my god, oh my god, oh my god

GG:  No no no no no Joe!  He won't eat you.  He's actually quite friendly.

Joe:  Okay.  Now what am I supposed to do?

GG:  Why don't you just open the door, walk out, turn around, and close the door.

Joe:  Sounds like a good plan, I hope it works.

GG(to himself):  Idiot!

Joe follows the gecko's instructions and exits from the right door.  Just as the door closes, Mother enters from left.

Mother:  Boy!  You better shut up and get to bed this instant!  Your gonna get a good 
whoopn' tomorrow! (pause)  Boy!  Get out here...(looks at the open cage)Oh dear


lord!  The lizards gone!  (shouts upstairs)  Father!  Get down here this instant!

Act I  Scene 3
Joe is running in place
Narrator:  Joe was running down the road and towards the local church.  Even though 
Joe was not allowed to go to church, he's heard that all people are allowed there.  


He was sure that he could get a good bed, a good breakfast, and probably pick


up a taxi in the morning.

GG:  You idiot!  You passed right by the church!

Joe:  That's a church!  That can't be!  It has a sign with a big 8 on it.  I saw it on TV once!

GG:  I can't believe this, your thinking of Super 8!  That's a motel, defiantly not a church!

Joe:  Are you sure?

GG:  Yes, I am.  Now turn around, and go back to that big white building with the pillars.

Joe turns around and keeps running until he finally makes it back to the church.  Then he enters the building.  Inside, there are three nuns.

Nun1:  Hello my child, how may I help you.

Joe:  I'd like one room for the night, and breakfast in the morning.

Nun2: What?

GG:  Don't mind him.  He wants sanctuary for the night.

Nun2:  Wow!  It's a golden gecko!

Nun3:  Are you serious?

Nun1:  Of course she is, the gecko is talking.

Nun2:  That's a gecko?

GG(proudly):  Yes I am.

Joe:  Well can I?

Nun3:  Of course my child.

Joe runs and exits left.

Nun1:  Well little gecko, you don't need that boy do you?

GG:  He did set me free.

Nun2:  Oh come on!  You've gotten him a place to sleep, isn't that good enough.

Nun3:  Why don't you just come back into our room real quick.  We have a nice place


for you.

GG:  Really.  Tell me about it.

Nun2:  Well, it's rather cozy and...

Nun 1 & 3:Shhhh!  Be quiet!

GG:  It wouldn't be a cage would it.

Nun1:  Oh course...(suddenly)not!  Of course not my child.

GG(apathetically):  Child?  I'm a gecko.  Oh well, I'll go back.

Nuns and GG exit right

Act I  Scene 4

Joe enters left.  GG and the nuns are already out in the middle of the stage.  GG is surrounded by the nuns, who are following him wherever he goes and are dancing to

some music that they can only hear in their minds.

GG:  Good morning Joe.

Joe:  Hey!  A dance.  They do this a church?

GG:  They do now.  Go ahead and get close to them.  Smack one on the head if you want.

Joe smacks one nun in the head.  The nun keeps dancing.

Joe(Stupidly):  What did you do to them, and why can't I dance like that.

GG:  I am not making you.  I can put them into that little trance all I want.  They will just


be in their own little disco world and just dance, dance, dance.

Joe:  Why can't I do that?

GG:  Because I can.  This place is boring, let's get out of here.

Joe:  Okay.

Joe and GG walk out of the church.  Joe and GG walk right in place.

Narrator:  Joe and GG walk down the street.  They walk, and they walk, and they walk,


and then they walk some more.  Many people stop and stare and take pictures, but


the gecko, boy, and the three nuns keep walking.  GG guides Joe from here to 


there and back again, before they finally reach a brick wall with two guards 
blocking the gate.

Guard1:  Stop!  You may not enter.

Joe:  Why not?

Guard2:  Hahaha!  Stupid boy...

Joe(interrupting):  Shut up!

Guard2(sarcastically):  No, you shut up!

Joe(meekly):  Okay.

Guard1:  Why may you not enter.  You are not rich.  You do not have any money, just a...

GG(quickly):  Let me guess...a golden gecko?

Guard1:  Are you a real golden gecko?

GG:  Yes I am.

Guard2:  You may enter, the boy may not.

Joe:  Please!!!!

Guard1:  No, go back to mommy now.

GG:  No, he goes in too.

Narrator:  Suddenly, GG closes his eyes and the two guards immediately start to join the


nuns in dancing to the unheard music.  Joe, who has become accustomed to this,


is not very surprised, but is not amused anymore.  GG appears to be a little sweaty


and a little stressed.

GG:  Can we go ahead and go inside?

Guard1:  (no response)

GG:  That's what I thought.  Come on Joe, your about to meet the girl of your dreams.

GG, Joe, Nuns, and Guards exit right

Act I  Scene 5

Joe and the others are now inside the wall.  They have just reached the door of the

very rich widow, Lady Grenn.  She appears to be pleased at the sight of the dancing

people and the cute gecko on Joe's shoulder.

Joe and company enter left

Lady Grenn:  Why hello there strangers, how may I help you.

GG:  You have a beautiful daughter that you are willing to let marry don't you?

Joe(shocked):  Do you?

Grenn:  Why yes, my child would love to see this.  Let me go get her.

Suddenly, Velvet Lady enters from the left.  She seems very heroic and very bold.

Velvet Lady:  Hello Miss Grenn.  I was wondering if I could marry your child.

Joe:  What?  Just a...

GG:  Wait a minute.  We got here first.

Velvet Lady:  SO?  I'm a super hero!  I get all the breaks!

Grenn(not appearing to know what is going on):  Wow, a super hero?  My child...

Velvet Lady(interrupting):  Yes!  Everyone loves super heroes.  But to prove it to you, I


shall eat a mountainous cake!

Joe:  What?

GG:  Are you out of your mind?

Velvet Lady:  No, I'm a Super Hero!  I can do anything.

GG:  Except eat a mountain of cake.

Grenn:  Would you like some milk with that?

Velvet Lady:  No thank you.

The Velvet Woman begins to eat the cake.

Narrator:  Lo and behold, a gigantic mountain of cake appears in the middle of Lady


Green's courtyard.  And in very super hero fashion, The Velvet Lady eats the


entire cake.

GG:  I can't believe that crazy woman did it.

Joe:  Why would that woman want to marry a girl.

GG:  It's Los Angeles, anything can happen, like a talking golden gecko, but that happens


all the time.

The Velvet Lady swoops back to the others, knocking over a few of the dancing people in the process.  They dance on the ground for a little bit before they get back up again.

Velvet Lady:  Is that enough for you?

Grenn:  You greedy woman!  My child would've wanted some of that!  But no, you just


eat the whole thing!  Your mean.

Velvet Lady:  I'm sorry ma'am, but I can make it up to you.

Grenn(annoyed like an old woman):  Sure you can, but how?

Velvet Lady:  I shall drink your entire cellar of beer, wine, and other alcoholic beverages!

Grenn(angry):  No!  No!  You can't do that.  Those are for me and for me only!  You can't


marry my daughter!

Velvet Lady:  Your what?!?!?!

Grenn:  My child, my daughter, my little sweet Emily.

Velvet Lady:  All of that cake, just to learn that I was to be wed with a woman!  
EWWW!!!!!  I'm out of here!  There are planets that need saving.

The Velvet Lady exits right

Narrator:  So the Velvet Lady ran away, and tried to fly to the next place that needed 
saving, but instead crashed into the street and was knocked unconscious.

Grenn:  Now let me go in and get my daughter.

Grenn exits into her house and time passes for a little bit.  Joe and GG are watching

the people dance.  Then suddenly, Grenn walks back out, with a very excited Dana.

Joe:  Dana?  What are you doing here?

Grenn:  No this is Emily, isn't she lovely.

GG:  She's a hottie, you'll be happy with her Joe.

Joe:  Are you nuts?!?!?!  That's my sister!

GG:  What?!?!?!

Dana:  Oh, Joe, I'm so glad to see you.  UGHH!!  This woman is just, uh, gross!

Joe:  No!!!!! This can't be happening.  I though things would turn out good for one!

Grenn:  You don't like her? 

Joe:  She's my sister you hag!

Grenn:  Oh, how nice.  I married my brother, we were together for 72 years.  Unfortunately, 
he is no longer with us.

Joe:  Ahhhh!!!! I'm out of here!

Dana:  Woman, your sick!

GG:  Sorry Joe, I think I had the wrong address, oh well.  Maybe you can find happiness 
when you get home.

Joe:  I'll be killed when I get home!

GG:  Uh oh!

Narrator:  For that instant, GG lost his concentration.  Next thing you know, the nuns 
and the guards are brought out of their dancing trance, and they immediately fall 
to the ground in exhaustion.

Guards and Nuns fall to the ground

Narrator:  Joe suddenly looked very worried.

Dana exits left

Grenn exits into her house
Narrator:  GG then gets a great idea.  He suddenly puts Joe into the same trance he put the guards and the nuns in.  For the rest of GG's life, Joe would follow him around while dancing to silent disco.  In the end, Joe never had to feel the pains of his house again.
