This is a request for information per Arizona  public record law A.R.S. 39-121.

I need information on the incident that happened on Sunday, December 21, 2003 in Phoenix near Maryland and 20th Street at about 10:30 p.m.

Prior to or around 10:30 p.m. someone called the Phoenix Police to complain about a person sleeping  near a flood control ditch on the Arizona Canal just northeast of Maryland and 20th Street in Phoenix. I want a audio copy tape of the call to the police or the call to 911. I also want copies of all paper and computer records made by the people who took the call. The call may have been made by somebody that lives in the old folks home, which is just north east of  Maryland and 20th Street. I also want the name and the address of the person who place the call.

The Phoenix Police dispatched an officer to handle the call either via computer dispatch or a voice dispatch. I want a copy of all the computer messages or audio copy of all the voice calls, which sent the officer to the incident. I also want the name and the badge number of the officer sent to handle the call.

The officer first woke a man sleeping near the flood control ditch and told him to leave or be arrested for violating  Phoenix City  Code 23-30. The officer also demanded that the man identify himself but the man refused and left. I wish to get a copy of the report on the officers stopping this man. I would also like copies of any radio transmissions or computer text transmissions the officer made concerning this man.

The officer then drove his police car northwest on the north side of  the Arizona Canal  just past the SR-51 Freeway where he found another man sleeping in a hammock next to a  bicycle. The officer woke this man and also told him that he was violating  Phoenix City  Code 23-30. The officer also demanded that the man identify himself and this man complied. I would like a report from this incident too.  I would also like copies of any radio transmissions or computer text transmissions the officer made concerning this man. I assume the officer ran the mans identification thru the DPS or some other computer looking for arrest warrants and other information. I would like a copy of the information the officer ran thru the computer and the results the computer returned. I would also like an audiotape of all radios transmissions the officer made to other people in the Phoenix Police Department about this man. I also want copies of all digital messages the officer made to other people about this man.

The officer may have put out a request for other officers to find and stop the first man who refused to identify himself and left. I also want copies of all computer requests and audio radio requests to other officers to search for the man who refused to identify himself.
