LSS Boy Scouts Mountaineering Merit Badge

1. Scout is familiar with a mountainous area at least 25 sq. miles in size:

a. Point out most appropriate paths and approaches to mountain summits.

b. Point out interesting places (views, formations, etc.) along the routes.

c. Point out medical facilities, phone, residences, shelters (huts & hotels), and food stores in the area. 

2. Earns Topography, Hiking, and Sports merit badges.

3. During a trip to the summit, sketches a route map, which includes mountaintops and other significant terrain features.

4. Explains what special equipment is necessary for a summit attempt and demonstrates how to use the equipment.  Writes down a packing list that would be necessary for a two-day summit trip.

5. Environmental factors

a. Explain the meteorology of a familiar mountainous area.

b. Explain what conditions cause avalanches and their danger.

6. Demonstrate what to do in the following situations:

a. Sun sets

b. Fog rolls in

c. Snow begins falling

d. Broken leg or arm

e. Head injury/concussion

7. Explain the mountaineering safety rules and principles

8. Mountain summits

a. Attempt at least three mountain summits

b. Using a compass and topographic map, reach a designated area with a group no larger than three individuals.
