1. Name at least 15 body parts of a horse.

2. Name four horse breeds and explain their primary breeding purpose.

3. Demonstrate how to care for a saddle and bridle, and name their primary parts.

4. Demonstrate how to correctly brush a horse, inspect and care for the hoofs, and care for a horse after riding it.

5. Explain the symptoms of colic and three other diseases, and explain how the diseases are treated.

6. Name three common leg/hoof defects, and explain how they are identified.

7. Explain how to select the proper feed (type and quantity) based on the breed and work done by the horse.

8.  Demonstrate how to properly lead a horse out of the stables or corral, and how to bridle and saddle a horse.

9. Demonstrate the following in a level area:

a. Mount the saddle

b. Ride the horse in a straight line for 60 feet

c. Ride the horse in a circle no greater than 16 ft. diameter

d. Trot a horse in a straight line for 60 feet

e. Trot a horse in a circle no greater than 20 ft diameter

f. While galloping make a circle at least 20 ft in diameter

g. Change direction using the bridle

h. Stop the horse

i. Walk a horse backwards at least four steps

j. Dismount
