Present the final project document to Department of Environment, STEA, and format it in order to submit it to UNDP and NORAD for approval.

The consultant should be an environmental legislation analyst, with at least five years working experience in the environmental management and administration field, with specific experience in drafting and revising project documents. The formulation consultant should have excellent command of English.
