But once they are truly introduced to Christ, 
and realize church isn't all the stand, sit, kneel routine, 
many become more devoted to Christ than those who 
have known Him most of their life. 
The people in the darker parts of society 
need God as much as anyone else... 
1Cor. 1:28 

...And for those of you who choose to judge the whole thing: 
(read carefully) 
All things are inherently God's creation. 
God is putting the love, forgiveness, and grace 
back into a lost scene. 

If a person would be passing judgment 
on goths because of the way we look, 
I encourage you to read these scriptures: 
Matt. 7:1, Gal. 2:6, 1Sam. 16:7 
Do not judge us for the way we look. 
God does not judge by external appearance!!! 

Imagine walking to the gates of heaven 
And God is there saying this to you: 
"Sorry. I mean, yes, you did this ministry and that one... 
...yes, you talked with me often and 
we had a personal relationship... 
...yes, you talked with many people about my love 
and you did lead many to my salvation... 
...yes, you often thanked me for everything I gave to you... 
...but you can't enter heaven with that dress on!" 
God is not like that...He wouldn't do something like that. 
Let the judging be up to God... 

Our hope is that, as your faith continues to grow, 
our activity among you will greatly expand, 
so that we can preach the Gospel... 
...in the regions beyond you...
