What you need to do is close everything down !!!

except 

EXPLORER (your Windows program) and SYSTRAY. 

You can do this easily with a handy little utility program called   End It All,

Run that program, then check - by pressing CTRL-ALT-DELETE -  

that only Explorer and Systray are left. Highlight any remaining 

ones and click END TASK. Of course you can close down the programs 

one by one using CTRL-ALT-DELETE if you wish.

Empty out your Temporary Internet Files folder. Search for "*.tmp" files and delete any found. Empty your RECYCLE bin.

Right click a blank spot on your screen and close down any 

screen saver and desktop background. 

If you have cable connection unplug that too.

When all of the above have been done, then run DEFRAG and 

it will run cleanly and uninterrupted.
